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Every day the crisis, that are emerging or deepening
in the world, continue to create new challenges for
humanitarian organizations, whose mission is to be
with the most vulnerable.

Our country and our region are not isolated from
the global crises of the world, including widespread
migration and an aging population, and natural
disasters, often caused by climate change, are
constantly threatening to grow into a social disaster
for vulnerable groups.

Keeping our priorities in mind, we have continued
to work in all strategic directions. Last year, we also
didn’t spare any effort to mobilize the potential of
humanity of all the stakeholders and provide the
most comprehensive response to the needs of
vulnerable groups.

Among our achievements in 2018 are the creation
and technically equipping of the Disaster Response
Teams in four border regions and Yerevan, the
large dissemination of First Aid, the launch of two
major programmes addressing Syrian-Armenians
and Youth needs, the establishment of new
partnerships, such as the joint humanitarian projects
with the Ministry of Defense and with the Russian -
Armenian Humanitarian Center.

Societies, we were able to respond to the
consequences of severe hailstorms in Shirak region,
providing humanitarian assistance to the most
affected families.

In 2018, we marked the 30th anniversary of the
Spitak earthquake. As a result of response and
coordination of large-scale humanitarian assistance
after the disaster, the most active phase of the
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activities of the Armenian Red Cross Society
started.

On this occasion, we organized a commemoration
event, entitled “The Power of Humanity,” to mark
once again the united power of the Red Cross
and Red Crescent International Movement and to
express gratitude to all the 46 National Societies,
for not being indifferent to the sufferings of the
affected population by the devastating disaster
and standing by the Armenian people following
the 1988 Spitak earthquake. Many of them have
become our permanent partners, supporting the
further development and increase of activities of the
National Society.

The development of the regional branches
continued to be one of our priorities, and we

are pleased to announce that they are making
steady steps forward with their own initiatives,
involving new volunteers and stakeholder groups.
Thanks to the support of government agencies

and international partners, we have significantly
improved the working capacities of both the regional
and the central offices.

Another year, and we will celebrate the 100th
anniversary of our work, a jubilee that commits us
to reflecting on and evaluating the past, to keep
pace with the recent developments, coming up with
innovative solutions to respond to humanitarian
problems.

We thank our volunteers, donors, and partners for
their invaluable contribution to the fulfillment of our
humanitarian mission.

DISASTER MANAGEMENT

Simulation training for ARCS Disaster Response Teams with the strong earthquake scenario,
Stepanavan, Lori, 09.2018

In 2018, Armenian Red Cross Society continued
it activities towards raising community
resilience against natural and man-made
disasters, strengthening also the organizations’
capacities in the sphere of disaster
preparedness and response.

In 2018, we worked in 14 rural and 7 urban
communities of Shirak, Lori, Syunik, Vayots
Dzor, Gegharkunik, Tavush and Yerevan.

The 2nd phase of “Building Safe and Resilient
Communities” project launched in December 2015
and will be continued until February 2019. Within
the framework of the project, in close cooperation
with the Ministry of Emergency Situations, Ministry
of Education and Science, regional and local
authorities and other stakeholders, it was possible to
register the following main achievements in 2018:

1. The preparedness level of targeted 8
communities, Koghes, Sarchapet, Vahagni,

Darpas, Margahovit, Mets Parni, Odzun,
Kurtan, was strengthened through the following
refreshing trainings organized for Community
Volunteer Teams (CVTs): Disaster Risk
Management, First Aid, Search and Rescue.
The simulation exercises were organized for
CVTs which practically strengthened team
members’ knowledge about disaster response.
Local authorities of target communities and
representatives of Lori region Rescue Service
participated in the exercises.

The level of awareness of the population

of Lori region has increased. 4000 Family
Disaster Plan (FDP) a save family manual were
distributed among the population.

Community Resilience programs were
implemented by communities based on the
capacity and vulnerability assessment. The
beneficiary communities have been involved

in the construction of mudflow channels,
repairing the drinking water network, improving
scavenging, rehabilitating eroded land, and
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upgrading external lighting.

4. Solar photovoltaic systems have been installed
in Lori and Stepanavan regional offices. An
electronic system of scenarios for emergencies
modeling and response has been acquired
to increase capacities of Stepanavan Crisis
Management Center. An unmanned aerial

The implementation of the project is monitored
through the Advisory Group meetings promoting

the realistic and effective implementation of

“Improved Emergency Preparedness and
Coordinated Response in South Caucasus” project
launched in March 2017. The objective of the project
is to increase the interoperability and capacity of the
Armenian and Georgian emergency management
sectors to adequately and effectively prepare for
and respond to emergency events, both within
national boundaries and across the South Caucasus
region. The project funded by ECHO, co-funded

by Danish, Austrian, Icelandic Red Crosses, IFRC,
ICRC. Through close cooperation with the Ministry
of Emergency Situations and other partners, it was
possible to register a number of achievements,
including the creation of an Advisory Group of
interested parties, the members of which are the

response teams were established consisting of
10-15 people who participated in the required
trainings. Appropriate equipment was purchased
for the teams. Response centers have been set up
in Yerevan, Tavush, Gegharkunik, Vayots Dzor and
Syunik branches. In order to assess the capacities
of the teams, simulation exercises were conducted,
with the participation of local team members,
representatives of local governmental bodies. The
exercise was also carried out with the participation
of the Response Teams of GRCS, which aims to
clarify cross-border response activities. Table top
exercise was carried out with the participation

of the staff of the National Office, ICRC, ARNAP
Foundation, Ministry of Emergency Situations.
“Disaster Risk Reduction (DRR) Roadmap for
Community Resilience” project launched in July
2017. The project aims to reduce the vulnerability
of people living in Armenia’s most vulnerable rural
communities and to strengthen their resilience.
The project funded by IFRC. The activities in 2018
were primarily aimed at strengthening collaboration
with stakeholders and partners in the project,
discussing and approving details of coordination and
cooperation. Mets Parni community of Lori region



was selected as a target. Within the framework of
the project, the target community’s risks and degree
of resilience were assessed for which meetings
were organized with local authorities and focal
persons of main infrastructures to ensure their
participation in the assessment process. Following
the evaluation, small-scale projects have been

The ARCS conducted an assessment of needs
with Shirak regional branch and with the support
of International Federation of Red Cross and

Red Crescent Societies initiated Disaster Relief
Emergency Fund /DREF/ assistance for the
affected population. As a result of the assessment
3 communities were selected as the most affected,

implemented aimed at increasing the resilience.
Particularly, the community mudflow channel has
been cleaned and the garbage cans were acquired
to solve the problem of scavenging. The external
lighting has been improved in the community.

A community development plan has been developed
within the framework of the project, which includes
components for disaster relief and action plans.

Humanitarian assistance to the families
affected by hailstorm in Shirak Region

In November, 2018, 1097 families, most affected
by the strong hailstorm, 5012 persons in general,
received cash assistance from Armenian Red
Cross Society. Each person received AMD 22,440
(in total AMD 112,449,280) through the branches
of “Armbusinessbank” Gyumri and Artik. On
August 17 and 18, the hailstorm damaged almost
all yield capacity in Shirak region of Armenia. 11
communities with 2,202 households and over

780 hectares of agricultural lands were severely
affected, according to the official data. The total
damage caused by the disaster amounted to 903.54
million AMD.

where disaster loss achieved to 80-100%. As a
result, 5051 residents of Arapi, Sarnaghbyur and
Nahapetavan communities were provided with cash
assistance.

As an auxiliary to the Government in the
humanitarian field, ARCS carried out needs
assessment, in order to support those communities,
as a result, the most affected three communities
were selected Arapi, Nahapetavan, Sarnaghbyur
community (lost almost 80-100 per cent of crops).
The lists of the most affected families have been
clarified in collaboration with regional and local
self-governance bodies. In order to receive funds,
the ARCS had applied to the Emergency Response
Fund of the International Federation of Red Cross
and Red Crescent Societies and received 257,134
CHF (124 671 419 AMD) to provide humanitarian
assistance.
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Improving population safety in border
communities

“Improvement of the safety of the population, in
particular the children in the frontline villages of
Tavush region” project launched in October 2017
and aims to strengthen the conflict preparedness

The total number of FA trainings was 19, instead
of scheduled 20 (the Civil Defense team in Koti
had 9 members for whom only one FA training
was conducted, instead of scheduled two). Overall
number of participants is 173.

One 5-Day Basic First Aid Training course was
organized for the 10 members of the Civil defense

of the communities in the villages along the

International Border (IB) between Azerbaijan and

Armenia.

The program will also extend the cooperation of

the ICRC and ARCS in strengthening the children’s

security.

The following small programs were initiated in

Tavush region in 2018:

1. Asafe room has been repaired in the
kindergarten of Berdavan community.

2. The building of a protective wall was built to
reduce the vulnerability of the kindergarten in
Movses community.

3. Asafe room and a playground for children
in Paravakar community kindergarten was
constructed.

In the frame of MES-ICRC-ARCS cooperation
program, 10 refresher Basic First Aid courses were
organized and conducted for the Civil Defense
teams in Azatamut, Chinari, Aygepar, Nerqin
Karmiraghbyur, Movses, Paravakar, Koti, Sarigyugh,
Voskevan and Berdavan during 2018, according to
the schedule.

After the completion of the training, all participants
were provided with FA manuals. Each Civil Defense
team also received 2 FA kits and one FA bag.

The members of the 11 community civil defense
teams trained and received training on Dead Body
Management.

First Aid Regional Competition among civil defense
teams was conducted on November 9, 2018 in
ljevan. The members of 11 civil defense teams from
the borderline villages of Tavush region took part in
the competition and demonstrated their FA skills.

Movses team took the 1st place, Paravaqar team
took the 2nd place and Choratan team took the
3rd place. All participants were rewarded with
encouraging gifts.

Eleven 3-hour trainings on First Aid and Safe
Behavior were conducted in the communities
of Tavush Marz. 530 pupils and 60 teachers
participated. After the training sessions were
conducted, during simulation exercises they
demonstrated their theoretical knowledge and
practical skills.



With the support of the International Committee of
the Red Cross (ICRC), 10 trainings on Basic First
Aid were held in ten communities / Barekamavan,
Dovegh, Baghanis, Voskepar, Sevqgar,Nergin
Tsakhkavan, Kirants, Berqaber, Vazashen,
Aygehovit/ in Tavush regions. 98 people attended
the training.

On 24 August and on 18 October, ARCS First Aid
Volunteer Teams Regional Competition took place
in Yerevan and ljevan correspondingly. The teams
were formed from the participants of Basic First
Aid Training courses organized within the frames
of “First Aid Trainings for the RA Population of

Yerevan. As a result of the hot struggle Vanadzor
team took the 1st place, Yeghegnadzor took the 2nd
place and Yerevan 2 and Ashtarak 2 teams shared
the 3-rd place.

Participants of Competition in ljevan were volunteer
teams from borderline Aygehovit, Berdavan,
Aygedzor, Artsvaberd villages, also team from ljevan
represented by “SOS children’s village” pupils. As

a result the team from ljevan became the winner.
Berdavan and Aygedzor shared the second place,
Aygehovit and Artsvaberd shared the 4th.

The Competitions were organized within the frames
of ARCS and ICRC cooperation.
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ARCS Stepanavan Territorial Branch was
set up as a Crisis Communication Center

In the frames of Building safe and resilient
communities project financed by Austrian Red
Cross Emergency Response- Humanitarian Works
Coordination Center was established in ARCS
Stepanavan Territorial Branch area. In 2018, the
Center was technically equipped, becoming a
disaster management community reserve center.

Special software was prepared for the Center, which
allows conducting disaster risk assessment, for
example: to predict the possible consequences of
the disaster and the required scope of response.

“Having equipped the Center technically we've
enlarged our response capacities. This is a huge
step forward in the field of Disaster Management”,
Armen Arakelyan, Stepanavan TB Chairman says,
“We have all necessary equipment as well for
mountain rescue, for working in high mountains
and in the snow. Now we have here an artificial
mountain, where our volunteers exercise. We can,
for example, turn on or of the street lights partly or
totally, in case of need”.
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ARCS Stepanavan TB is mainly focused on Disaster
Management field. The team of 20 specially trained
rescuers — volunteers conduct awareness raising
activities about community resilience, search and
rescue, disaster risk reduction. Among them are
those rescuers with international qualification, who
were involved in rescue operations after Spitak
earthquake back in 1988.

In the frames of the mentioned project, the Center
purchased a drone, which is the first of this kind of
drones in Armenia.

“Using this drone, we not only conduct search and
rescue, but, for example, are able to reach the victim
with 6-7 kg parcel of necessary items, such as food,
first aid kit, etc. ”, Armen Arakelyan mentioned.

A special volunteer rescue team is ready for rapid
respond to disasters. In the winter, when a 14-year-
old kid fell off a cliff, volunteers from the team

were the first to help. They also cooperate with the
Stepanavan State Crisis Management Academy,
where they conduct trainings for students.
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Increased Resilience of Syrian Armenians and Host Population -
IRIS project launch, 07.2018

As a result of various crisis situations,
population flows and movements become a
reason for non-full implementaiton of human
rights, growth of vulnerability of people with
special needs, psychosocial hard situations,
violation and marginalisation. ARCS carries
out resource mobilization in the direction of
Population Movement and implements projects
aimed at protection and integration of asylum
seekers, refugees, refugee like and displaced
people.

In 2018 in close cooperation with the United Nations
High Commissioner for Refugees, to support the
displaced population, we continued our activites in
the following directions: improving conditions for
asylum seekers, ensuing family self-reliance and
integration, prevention and response to SGBV.
ARCS is involved in implementation of Economic
Integration activities mainly through income
generation (IG) component since 2013. The IG

component became the most required type of
assistance among refugee population according

to the assistance application analysis. Cooking,
hairdresser’s, repairing and a number of other tools
give the refugees an opportunity to start their own
small businesses in Armenia. During 2018, 204
PoCs from Syria, Azerbaijan, Yemen, Nigeria and
Nagorno-Karabakh were provided with business
tools and business consultation to have self-
resilience and income.

Within the framework of “Refugee protection

and economic integration” project financed by
UNHCR and in co-operation with Migration
Service of Ministry of Territorial Administration

and Development, ARCS conducted coordination
meetings in RA 10 regions with participation of
local authorities, UNHCR and ARCS partners, as
well as representatives of active non-governmental
organizations and PoCs. The meetings aimed to
establish multi-professional working groups, raise
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their awareness on international and national
standarts of refugee protection and current
procedures, improve co-operation between
governmental and non-governmental organizations,
as well as discuss refugee issues with the purpose
to involve and promote their integration.

In close co-operation with RA National Security
Service and Police Passport and Visa Administration
66 monitoring visits were conducted to border
crossing points, as well as to the Zvartnots
international and Gyumri airports. 6 training
sessions were conducted for relevant entry officials,

Summer school for Syrian Armenian and local youth, Aghveran, 2018

After legislative changed made in 2016, where

the foreign citizens were granted the right to

apply for asylum from penitentiary institutions, the
detention authorities had become crucial actor in
identification of potential asylum seekers ensuring
their access to asylum procedure. Thus, most of the
illegal border crossing cases initially were detained
and sent to penitently institutions. In 2018 ARCS
organized training for the authorities of penitentiary
institutions of RA Ministry of Justice, in particular
the management as well as department of Social,
Psychological and Legal Affairs to introduce the
international and national standards on refugee
protection. The training was aiming to enhance

the knowledge of penitentiary institutions’ staff

on asylum issues promoting prompt and timely
identification of asylum seekers and referral to
asylum procedure.

namely border guards and Passport and Visa
Administration staff on the rights of asylum seekers,
national and international procedures, EU best
practices in the field and other related topics.

Reception Center monitoring visits were
conducted on weekly basis, during which
individual consultations and relevant referrals on
legal, medical, psychological, accommodation,
employment social needs and other issues were
provided. Overall, 31 monitoring visits were
conducted either jointly with UNHCR or separately
by ARCS. Monitoring visits helped ensure for
timely and proper identification of certain general/
individual protection risk later addressing the wide
range of issues arising in the RC and in the life of
the residents. The identified issue were usually
analysed by ARCS team and referrals to relevant



organizations governmental, non-governmental,
RC management etc. Later follow up on the
issues were done as well. Individual consultations
on legal, medical, psychological, accommodation,
employment, social needs and other personal
issues were being provided. During consultations

of Syrian Armenians and host population and to
strengthen institutional capacities for economic
growth in Armenia.

One of the components of the program will tackle
the problem of housing for Syrian Armenians.

In order to increase prevention and response to

In July 2018 the program “Increased Resilience
of Syrian Armenians and host population” (IRIS)
financed by EU “MADAD” fund launched with the
goal to improve social and economic resilience

rents are quite high and services of commercial
banks are not affordable for Syrian Armenians,

this problem is one of the biggest challenges that
needs to be approached from various levels. Within
the program 100 most vulnerable Syrian Armenian
families were provided rental subsidies for the
period of October-December 2018 with monthly fee
equal to 100 Euros per family.

The other component of the program is economic
integration, particularly employment support. In
Armenia employment is a key challenge not only for
Syrian Armenians but also local people in general.
Thus, within this component, CVs can be submitted
not only by the jobseeker Syrian Armenians, but
also local Armenians above the age of 18. The
interviewed and approved appliers will have a
three-month traineeship at the employers. The
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traineeship will be paid by the Armenian Red Cross
Society with the sum of 125 Euros per month per
trainee. Within this component in 2018-2021, 100
traineeship positions will allow gaining practical
work experience and become more compatible

in the Armenian limited labour market. As a

result, approximately 60 people will find regular
employment at the end of the program.

In total, 1976 PoCs (asylum seekers, newly
recognized refugees, persons in refugee like
situation, displaced persons) approached ARCS
for various needs in 2018. 1976 people received
individual consultation.




TRACING SERVICE
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Awareness Raising of ARCS Tracing Service, Kotayk Region, 2018

The Armenian Red Cross Society (ARCS)
Tracing Service (TS) is dedicated to helping
people whose relatives are unaccounted

for or who are separated from them as a
consequence of armed conflict, disasters,
population movement, international migration
and other situations requiring a humanitarian
response.

Restoring Family Links (RFL)

In 2018 the Armenian Red Cross Society Tracing
Service received more than 37 enquiries in the
following forms: tracing of individuals, organizing
the exchange of family news, obtaining and
providing documents necessary for restoring
family links or for improving the social status,
tracing or assisting in tracing of burial places/
graves of military personnel and civilians of the
Second World War and providing information
about the state of such burial places, tracing and

issuance of documents confirming that a person
was subjected to evacuation, captivity, forced
departure of forced labor during the Second
World War.

RFL Trainings have been conducted with 30
Volunteers from 10 branches in 2018, in frames of
awareness raising and knowledge update.
According to the ICRC, about 4500 people are
missing as a result of the Karabakh conflict, and
for 400 of them tracing requests were opened

in Armenia. The ICRC also works with the
families of missing persons (MP), focusing on
their economic, legal, psychological and/or social
needs.

Round Table meeting devoted to the ARCS
Tracing Service’s Restoring Family Links
(RFL) activities

In December 2018, Round table meeting took
place at the Headquarters of Armenian Red Cross
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Society, concerning the tracing and Restoring
Family Links activities carried out by the ARCS
Tracing Service.

Representatives of public authorities, international
and non-governmental organizations in the
sector, in particular the International Committee
of the Red Cross, National Archive of the RA,
Civil Registry Agency of Ministry of Justice of
the RA, Passport and Visa Department of Police
of the RA, State Migration Service of Ministry

of Territorial Administration and Emergency
Situations of the RA, UNHCR and ARCS
participated in the meeting.

Meeting was aimed at providing the stakeholders
and cooperating parties with comprehensive
information about the ARCS Tracing Service’s
role and activities in RFL, discussing and
addressing legal issues occurring during the
aforementioned activities as well as drawing
attention of the agencies to the significance of
the activities aimed at Restoring Family Links in
light of the right of relatives to communicate with
one another and be informed of each other’s
whereabouts or fate.

Cooperation and partnership formed as a result
of the meeting as well as the addressed issues
will largely contribute to the overall RFL activities
carried out by the ARCS’s Tracing Service.

Accompanying Families of Missing Persons

In the aftermath of the Karabakh conflict as many
as 4541 people are still missing, and for 400 of
them tracing requests were opened in Armenia.
The ICRC delegation conducted a variety of
assessments and concluded that even after more
than 20 years, families of missing persons still
have economic, legal, psychological and/or social
needs.

Social and psychological severe consequences
of having missing relatives became more obvious
during the previous project (Ante-Mortem Data
Collection from the Families of Missing). Based
on these, the ICRC and the ARCS launched the
“Accompanying Families of Missing Persons”
project by the financial support of the ICRC aimed
at helping the families of missing persons to cope
with the psychological and social consequences
of the disappearance.

In 2018, families of missing (FoMs) persons

from Tavush - 11, Shirak — 11, Lori — 19, Ararat
34, Armavir — 40, Vayots Dzor — 5, Syuniq — 47
and 15 families from Sevan were involved in the
program. Overwhelming majority of the families
of the missing persons in the aforementioned

regions are maintaining a regular contact with the
ARCS social workers and chairmen of Regional
Branches.

There were special meetings organized with
stakeholders for providing the social, medical and
phycological services upon necessity.

Beneficiary families had also opportunities

to meet specialists of Health, Social and
Psychological sphere.

The activities have resulted in having the FoMs
in eight regions maintaining regular contacts

with the ARCS branches’ accompaniers (social
workers, chairpersons), as many as several
families at every region are being visited at their
homes. On many an occasion the FoMs have
expressed their satisfaction with the provided
services and demonstrated willingness to
participate in the accompaniment activities in the
future.

Biological Reference Samples Collection
(BRSC)

With a view of obtaining additional information
on missing persons, the ICRC had initiated the
BRSC Pilot project, which on behalf of Armenian
authorities and in a partnership with the ARCS
launched in 2014. Because of the program being
carried out in full swing, during 2018 in Yerevan
and regions, biological reference samples of
and relevant information on relatives of about 82
missing persons were collected.

By the end of the project approximately 344
families provided biological samples from 400
stakeholders in 2014-2018. 1120 samples have
been collected so far.



FIRST AID

First Aid Regional Competition between Volunteer Teams of 10 border communities
of Tavush, July, 2018

The ARCS First Aid Training and Methodological
Centre (FATMC) disseminates First Aid (FA)
knowledge and skills among different groups

of population, provides FA services at public
events and mass gatherings, as well as engages
in promoting Safe Behavior (SF) among the new
generation.

The FATMC holds trainings and seminars

on FA and SB for people of different age

and occupational groups in accordance

with European Red Cross and Red Crescent
Guidelines on First aid.

First Aid Trainings

In 2018, trainings and seminars were held for the
population of Armenia, ARCS volunteers as well as
employees of different organizations. Overall, during
the year 2018, the FATMC held 80 trainings and

20 seminars attended by 1600 people. The training
courses were organized for staff of Lydian Armenia,
DoubleTree by Hilton Yerevan , GTI, COCA COLA
HELLENIC LLC, Nyutonik ,NUEVA VISTA , Military
college after Monte Melkonyan and several other
organizations.

First Aid Training for Volunteers of Tavush,
Gegharkunik, Ararat, Vayots Dzor and
Syunik Regions

With the support of the International Committee of
the Red Cross (ICRC), five Basic First Aid courses
was conducted for 75 volunteers from Tavush,
Gegharkunik, Syunik, Ararat and Vayots Dzor.

Training of FA Instructors

In 2018 training workshop for FA instructors was
conducted with the support of the International
Committee of the Red Cross. ARCS 15 volunteers
participated in the training.

First Aid for Firefighters

In the frame of ItRC-ARCS cooperation program,

10 “First Aid Basics” trainings for 130 firefighters in
10 regions of Armenia (Aragatsotn, Armavir, Ararat,
Gegharkunik, Tavush, Vayots Dzor, Syunik, Kotayk,
Shirak, Lori) were organized. After the trainings, the
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participants were provided with FA manual and two
First Aid kits.

FA Service at Public Events

On September 21, ARCS First Aid Points of the
were placed in Republic Square, and more than 300
citizens were provided with First Aid.

Throughout the Francophonie Days held on October
7-12 in Armenia, the ARCS First Aid Point was
placed, and specially trained team and volunteers

were the first to provide assistance to hundreds of
citizens throughout Liberty Square, Francophonie
village.

In 2018, FA teams provided FA service during all the
football meetings in Yerevan within the frames of
FIFA and UEFA.

ARCS FA Department took part in the exercises
conducted by the Ministry of Emergency Situations
in schools and educational institutions.

beneficaries also receive wheelchairs, walkers,
anti-bedsore pillows and mattresses, canes and
other needed items. All the 3 groups of care
staff along with the home care also provide
psychosocial support.

The home care is provided in close cooperation
with the polyclinics, under the direct control

of doctors, with the involvement of narrow
professionals in case of need. At the end of
2018 the 120 clients were included in home
care, 60 clients in each region.

Taking into consideration the purpose of the
home care to improve the quality of life, among
the clients are also included people in very
difficult dependent condition. For this kind of
clients, the palliative care is provided until the
end benefiaries of the life in order to ensure
high dignity of life.

The purpose of the second component of

the program is to increase the duration of a
healthy and high-quality life along with ageing.
With the participation and cooperation of

the regional authorities of Shirak and Lori
regions five communities in each region were

selected for implementation of the active
ageing component. They are: Vanadzor,
Spitak, Margahovit, Odzun, and Mets Parni
in Lori region and Amasia, Panik, Nor Kyanq,
Spandaryan and Horom in Shirak region.

Participation based Active ageing gives the
opportunity for the elderly to play an active role
in their own and community life improvement.
The elderly people are organizing groups,
identifying and analyzing their own and
community problems, taking decisions and
acting as main players in above-mentioned
processes. The goal of the project is to
increase the number of elderly people involved
in the community life and their contacts, to
encourage older people to participate in
different areas of community life. For that
purpose in the mentioned 10 communities
initiative groups have been created.They
consist mainly from elderly of the community,
but the group is open to each person who wish
to be involved, regardless of age. ARCS has
provided trainings for initiative groups to build
their capacity. The community municipalities
has provided a meeting place for the initiative



group members, for their meetings, for working
and planning activities.

As a first initiative, the initiative groups with
their own strengths and capabilities have
renovated the areas allocated for them in the
scope of program with the materials provided
by ARCS and with the support of communities.

In the scope of this component in the first
quarter of 2019 will be selected additional

5 communities in each region. At the end of
the program at least 20 community initiative
groups will act. The initiative groups will have
the opportunity to apply for a small grant to
implement their interesting initiatives grants.

In the first quarter of 2018, ARCS, in
cooperation with the Austrian Red Cross,
implemented the “Psycho-Social support to
children and lonely refugees” program for
120 lonely older refugees and 200 children
living in dormitories in Yerevan, Abovyan and

Yerevan Quest for the children of Smiley Club, 2018

Hrazdan. In the framework of the PSS program
over 30 young volunteers paid weekly visits

to older people, provided food and hygienic
parcels once in a quarter; conducted small
household duties, including laundry and ironing
services. Throughout the year, volunteers

have organized social and cultural activities,
such as visits to theaters, concerts, trips to
countryside in order to promote socialization
and recreation. The program has continued
with the support of the Italian RC since the
second quarter of 2018. The activities for
children living in dormitories aims at supporting
their educational and self-development
processes through comprehensive educational,
cultural and integration events. In the

specially furnished rooms in the dormitories,
the volunteers conducted daily sessions

(math, foreign languages, geography, etc.)

for children and help them with homework.
Computer training was also provided with the
support of Ucom mobile operator. Besides the
educational sessions, the volunteers organized
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Youth Resilience Project, Tavush, 2018

sports and leisure activities. Volunteers also
organized cultural events for the children;
visits to the theater, museum and sightseeing.
The volunteers also organized celebrations

of holidays for children, such as Easter, New
Year, June 1st, etc. A rehabilitation camp was
organized for children in summer. Starting
from the 2nd quarter of 2018, the project was
implemented with the support of the Armand
Arton Group Foundation.

“Increasing resilience of Syrian Armenians and
Host Population” (IRIS) program was launched
in July 2018. Due to the program it became
possible to continue the PSS support to older
people increasing the number to 200 older
people, including Syrian-Armenian refugees,
living in dormitories in Yerevan, Abovyan and
Hrazdan cities. The volunteers organized social
and cultural events for the beneficiaries. In

the framework of the project a Psycho-Social
Support Center was established to support the
integration of Syrian-Armenians through the
organization of psychological counselling and
socialization events. Within the educational
component of the program, “Children’s

Resilience program” was organized in 5
schools in Yerevan delivering 20 workshops for
70 schoolchildren by the 15 trained volunteers.

“EU4Youth: Fostering potential for greater
employability” program was launched in April
2018 in Gegharkunik and Tavush regions

of RA. The project is funded by the EU and
implemented in cooperation with the Danish
RC.

Within the framework of the project Youth
clubs were established in ljevan, Dilijan,
Sevan and Gavar in order to educate young
people, develop their capacity to make

them competitive in the labor market. ARCS
conducted needs assesment of the young
poeple and Market research in the targeted
cities, the results of which will serve for a basis
for implemnting the program activities in the
relevant directions. The youth clubs were
established with the technical support of the
local authorities, which resulted in long-term
and effective cooperation between the two
parties. The project is a regional, and include
the Belarusian and Georgian Red Cross
National Societies.



81-year-old Grisha Israyelyan lives in a small house
(container) in Masis, Ararat. He has been engaged in
construction business all through his life, and proudly
mentions that participated in the construction of
many buildings in Abovyan city. Grisha grandpa has
four children, three of them live in Russia, the fourth
one, in France. They are far away from him, and he
is totally alone.

It has been almost a year, that he is a beneficiary of
Masis soup kitchen, Ararat region, run by Armenian
Red Cross Society. Three times a week, in Monday,
Wednesday, Friday, he receives hot meal there.

The soup kitchen provides the most vulnerable
groups and lonely elderly people with high calorie
nutrition. The project is being implemented with the
support of the Swiss Red Cross.

| am very pleased with the approach of the Red
Cross. Some people devote their all life to their
country and family, doing good deeds, but at the
end of their lives, they become seek, lonely and
unnecessary, and only the Red Cross is by their
side. God bless them. Let these people have lot of
success in their lives. They care of lonely elderly
people like us, making all of us happy, he says.

In March 2018, the two-year program
“Educational support to neglected and
vulnerable boys and girls in Armenia” was
launched with the funding of the Baden-
Wirttemberg Continental Branch of the
German Security Council. The project was

implemented for 48 youth in Armavir and ljevan.

Within the framework of the project young
people have participated in vocational trainings
such as hairdressing, sewing, car-repair and
others. Besides the training courses, regular
meetings aiming at integration and capacity
building were organized for the beneficiaries
by the ARCS volunteers. Beneficiaries were
also given food parcels once a quarter.

Humanitarian aid for Syrian Armenian
vulnerable families

Armenian Red Cross Society (ARCS), with the
support of RA and RF Ministries of Emergency
Situations and in cooperation with the Russian-
Armenian Centre of Humanitarian Response,
provides one-time humanitarian aid to 1200
Syrian — Armenian vulnerable families living in
Armenia, in the form of food parcels (olil, rice,

buckwheat, condensed milk). The Humanitarian
Aid will be provided with the help of ARCS
volunteers.

Armenian Red Cross Society (ARCS), as a

full member of the International Movement of
the Red Cross and Red Crescent, is guided

by Movement Fundamental Principles, and is
an auxiliary organization to the Government

in Humanitarian field. The Mission of ARCS:

to reduce the vulnerability of the population
through mobilization of the power of humanity,
to be prepared to cope with situations, which
may cause vulnerability among the population,
to provide essential support by assisting people
made vulnerable by harsh socio-economic
conditions.

of the project, 200 lonely elderly receive food
and hygiene parcels, and basic medicines once
a year. 30 lonely elderly with disabilities receive
the same parcels for 2 times a year, Red Cross
volunteers celebrate New Year, March 8 and
the birthdays with the elderly.

Soup Kitchen in Masis

In 2018 Soup kitchen continued to operate in
Masis city, serving hot meals to 85 vulnerable
older people 3 days a week. It was supported
by the Swiss Red Cross. Local authorities,
Masis Municipality, and the Community heads
of villages of Masis greatly supported to the
Soup Kitchens; i.e. providing transportation
for rural community beneficiaries and with
in-kind donations. During the official opening
of the Masis Soup kitchen, Vega LLC donated
kitchen appliances to the Soup Kitchen, and
“Waterlock” LLC supplies the Soup Kitchen
with drinking water all over the year. The meal
is served by the volunteers who also organize
various cultural and social events for the
beneficiaries.

Volunteer initiatives

Gegharkunik regional branch organized
after-school lessons for 24 socially neglected
vulnerable children and a summer camp for
them.

The Vardenis community branch, in cooperation
with the Astghavard NGO, organized sewing
lessons for the mothers of families with PWDs.
In Tavush volunteers organized a summer
camp for children from disadvantaged families.

A close cooperation was created with the
primary health care providers, in particular with
the staff involved in diagnosis and treatment

of tuberculosis. The TB cabinets provided
information on patients: who have started
treatment at the ambulatory stage, who had a
tendency to interrupt the treatment and who had
not undergone treatment at the outpatient phase
after the hospital phase.

ARCS psychologists and volunteers organized
meetings with patients providing, them social-
psychological and psychological support with
emphasis on the importance of continuing the
treatment. An electronic database about visits
and consultations was conducted. For the

patients, who successfully have completed the
treatment the “second birthday” celebrations were
organized.

Meetings on stigma and discrimination decreasing
were organized with general population in
Yerevan, and in the regions of Ararat, Armauvir,
Shirak, Gegharkunik, Lori, Kotaiq, Thavush, and
Syunik as well as information on human rights
and confidentiality has been provided to primary
health care service and ARCS volunteers.
Fluorographic studies have been carried out for
TB contactors and social risk groups.

In 2018, in Ararat region the project on prevention
of Diabetes and self-education of vulnerable has
been continued. Due to the activities carried out
in 32 self-support groups formed in 4 targeted
urban and 12 rural communities, the beneficiaries
have received the necessary knowledge on
diabetes, the healthy diet healthy lifestyle in
general. Efficiency of information and education
activities has been confirmed as a result of the
assessment of the program. It is also important to
note that this program was not limited to self-help
groups, but also attracted 28 physicians and 56
nurses, focusing on the problems of diabetes.
For this purpose trainings and round tables were
organized. Significantly, 64 volunteers have been
involved in the design and implementation of the
project, which has helped to establish groups, to
organize events, and to be ongoing.

We are continuously working towards raising
awareness of humanitarian values, Red Cross
and Red Crescent Movement, the Fundamental
Principles, International Humanitarian Law, the
use and misuse of emblems, our Mission and
activities.

In 2018, volunteers from 11 Regional and Territorial
branches and 4 Community branches conducted
dissemination trainings, drawing competitions and
camps about Red Cross, eco-campaigns in nearly
209 schools and educational institutions. More than
9000 pupils, students and teachers took part in the
events.

On 8 May, on the occasion of the World Red Cross
and Red Crescent Day, we organized an essay
competition with the title of “Humanity in Action” in
three school in every region of Armenia.

1221 students from those schools participated in
dissemination sessions. 468 essays were submitted,
99 authors of the best essays received prizes.

We organized a workshop for 22 students of
Journalism Faculties together with Mediamax News
Agency on Red Cross activities and coverage of
humanitarian issues.

Our activities were presented on our official website,
www.redcross.am, Social Media pages, Media
Outlets. We've established successful cooperation
with Shirak regional Mass Media outlets, thanks to
which our activities in the Region was periodically
covered by local journalists.

Considering results of the needs assessments, the
branches in Tavush provided food and medicine to
lonely 24 elderly, using funds raised locally through
donation boxes installed in shops, cafes,
restaurants, pharmacies.

Volunteer management

Institutional documents related to volunteer
management were adopted (see below)

During the reporting period, in total 357 volunteers
from ARCS branches were trained in Psychological
aspects of working with beneficiaries, First Aid,
Emergency response, Children resilience project
ToT, Restoring Family Links, TB, ARCS induction,
Project Planning and Fundraising, Volunteer
management, Dissemination of RC principles and
Values and other topics relevant to their activities.
About 400 volunteers participated in annual events
organized in the regions by ARCS branches.

121 volunteers participated in annual volunteer
event in Yerevan and received appreciation for their
work.

Learning and sharing experiences

52 ARCS HQ staff, branch representatives, among
them, chairpersons, directors, volunteers of

ARCS shared experiences, good practices, best
volunteer initiatives, discussed lessons learnt from
various activities, discussed strategies, volunteer
management and other most urgent issues at the
annual Branch forum.

Volunteers in Noyemberyan and Dilijan branches
learnt how to assess needs of elderly in their
communities by doing it with HQ guidance.

Institutional documents

Security and safety rules for ARCS staff and
volunteers were developed, which will be adopted
by the ARCS Presidium in 2019.

IFRC guidelines for planning and pocket guide
for monitoring and evaluation were translated to
Armenian and adapted to local context.

The ARCS volunteering policy was adopted by
the Presidium and the Volunteer Management
guidebook was developed to facilitate volunteer
management by branches.

ARCS team patrticipated in Coca-Cola Yerevan half-marathon to support conducting First Aid
trainings for the border communities, 09.2019

ARCS continued its activities in the whole
territory of Armenia raising financial and in-kind
donations for its charity mission.

As a result of installation of donation boxes in
Yerevan and the regions of Armenia, 2.154.770
AMD was raised, which was directed to
psycho-social support for elderly people.

ARCS actively continued implementing
corporate fundraising. Together with “Citizen”
educainment center for children, we launched
a fundraising and awareness raising campaign,
in the frames of which a donation box was
installed in the center and the children
attending “Citizen” were introduced to the
activities and fundamental principles of ARCS.
An extensive partnership was established

with “Arm Marathon” Foundation. ARCS team
of volunteers took part in Yerevan Marathon
and raised awareness about the importance
of First Aid knowledge. 191.260 AMD from
the total amount raised during the Marathon
was transferred to ARCS, thanks to which we
conducted First Aid trainings in the borderline
communities of Armenia.

However, donations were not limited only by
financial means. LC WAIKIKI Armenia made
6500 pieces of in-kind donations, which

was distributed in the regions. “Bookinist”

LLC joined ARCS humanitarian mission to
Syria, donating stationary. We continued our
partnership with “Waterlok” LLC, which donated
“Aparan” water to ARCS soup kitchen.

The main activity areas of the Center
are treatment of marrow, spinal cord,
musculoskeletal diseases, general and
post-traumatic rehabilitation, patients’
vocational training, psychosocial
rehabilitation and sanatorium-and-spa
treatment.

In the Center each patient with marrow and
spinal cord injuries is individually treated
and cared by a doctor, nurse, rehabilitation
therapist, psychologist and sport trainer.
The Center has broadened inpatient

and outpatient rehabilitation services-
diagnostics, hydropath, hydro massage,
mud cure/peat cure, kinesiotherapy,
physiotherapy procedures, medical

and classical massage, electrotherapy,
inhalation therapy, acupuncture, sport
complex, stressologists’ room, “SKENAR”
Department.

During its activities about 13 000 patients
from RA, CIS countries, from a number
of European and Middle East countries
have already received treatment and
rehabilitation in the Center.

During the year, 1136 disabled people,

19 military personnel, including those
wounded during Nagorno-Karabakh conflict
escalation, 10 policemen have been treated
at the Center.

Dispensary home visits are also made to
the registered disabled patients with spinal
cord and marrow traumas, providing them
with medical assistance and examination.
“Pharos” choir and “Kilikia” basketball

team of the Center regularly participate

in concerts and competitions organized

for people with limited capacities in
different countries and return with high
appreciations.

Opinion

We have audited the consolidated financial statements of “Armenian Red Cross Society” NGO (the “Parent”)
and its subsidiaries (together the “Group”), which comprise the consolidated statement of financial position as
of 31 December 2017 and 31 December 2018, and the consolidated statement of profit or loss and other
comprehensive income, consolidated statement of changes in net assets and consolidated statement of cash
flows for the years then ended, and notes to the consolidated financial statements, including a summary of
significant accounting policies.

In our opinion, the accompanying consolidated financial statements give a true and fair view of the consolidated
financial position of the Group as of 31 December 2017 and 31 December 2018, and of its consolidated
financial performance and its consolidated cash flows for the years then ended in accordance with International
Financial Reporting Standards (“IFRSs”).

Basis for Opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with International Standards on Auditing (“ISAs”). Our responsibilities
under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial
Statements section of our report. We are independent of the Group in accordance with the International Ethics
Standards Board for Accountants’ Code of Ethics for Professional Accountants (the “IESBA Code”) together
with the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements in the Republic of
Armenia, and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with those ethical requirements.
We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our
opinion.

Other Matter

The financial statements of the Group as of and for the year ended 31 December 2016 have been audited by
another auditor, whose report dated 26 June 2019 expressed a qualification in respect of the accuracy and
completeness of the staff costs of one of the subsidiaries. This issue has been resolved in the consolidated
financial statements as of 31 December 2017 and 31 December 2018 and for the years then ended. In
addition, as explained in note 20 to the financial statements, these financial statements have been restated by
management and we have audited the restatements.

Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance for the consolidated
Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the consolidated financial statements in
accordance with IFRSs, and for such internal control as management determines is necessary to enable the
preparation of consolidated financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud
or error.

In preparing the consolidated financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Group’s ability
to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and using the going

concern basis of accounting unless management either intends to liquidate the Group or to cease operations,
or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

Those charged with governance are responsible for overseeing the Group’s financial reporting process.
