Launch of EU4Youth: Fostering potential for
greater employability project

“I am Anahit, from Sevan, Gegharkunik. I am responsible
for the Youth Club. Like other cities of Armenia, Sevan
residents have many problems. Our city needs this
project, it will give an opportunity to understand what our
young people need and try to help them”.

Anahit, Gayane, Mary and Sofi are volunteers of the
Armenian Red Cross Society from Sevan, Dilijan, Ijevan,
and Gavar, which are involved in the EU4 Youth fostering
potential for greater employability program and lead the
Youth Clubs of their towns.

The project under the EU4Youth initiative has been
developed by the Danish Red Cross (Dansk Rode Kors)
and its partners in co-applicants Belarus Red Cross
Society, Armenia Red Cross Society, and Georgia Red
Cross Society. The project will improve education and
employment opportunities for disadvantaged youth
groups. In Armenia, the project will involve 4000
disadvantaged young people aged 16-30 years in Tavush
and Gegharkunik regions of which 300 are expected to be
acutely vulnerable such as young men affected by conflict
or labour migration. 60 young women and men will be
supported with their business ideas.

100 Volunteers from Red Cross and partners, and 70
representatives from government institutions, education
and labour departments, NGOs and private sector will also
benefit from the project.

First Aid competition in Tavush

On 9 November, First Aid competition took place between
MES Civil Defense teams of 11 bordering communities. In
tough competition between Azatamut, Chinari, Movses,
Nerkin Karmiraghbyur, Paravakar, Koti, Sarigyugh,
Voskevan, Berdavan, Aygepar and Choratan communities,
Civil Defence team of Movses became the winner.

Live saving skills

Can you imagine, that your quick actions may save
someone's live? But, do you know, what to do in case of
severe bleeding or fracture? These skills are essential for
everyone, especially for those, living in vulnerable
communities. Armenian Red Cross Society, with the
support of International Committee of the Red Cross, has
been conducting First Aid sessions for borderline
communities for several years.

On 20 July, 10 volunteer teams from Tavush border
communities of Barekamavan, Dovegh, Aygehovit,
Vazashen, Nerkin Karmiraghbyur, Kirants, Sevqar,
Baghanis, Bergaber and Voskepar competed with each
other in Ijevan, presenting the skills obtained at the
sessions. Voskepar community volunteer team announced
as the winner of the competition, Vazashen took the 2nd
place, and Aygehovit was the 3rd. The Best Firs Aid
provider, Team Leader and Imitator received prizes as
well.
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Armenian Red Cross Society provided humanitarian
aid to the families most affected by hailstorm of
Arapi, Sarnaghbyur and Nahapetavan communitiesin
Shirak region.

Starting from November 5, 1097 families, most affected by

the strong hailstorm, 5012 persons in general, received cash
assistance from Armenian Red Cross Society. Each person
received AMD 22,440 (in total AMD 112,449,280) through
the branches of "Armbusinessbank” Gyumri and Artik.

On August 17 and 18, the hailstorm damaged almost all yield
capacity in Shirak region of Armenia. 11 communities with
2,202 households and over 780 hectares of agricultural lands
were severely affected, according to the official data. The
total damage caused by the disaster amounted to 903.54
million drams.

ARCS role as an auxiliary to the Government in the
humanitarian field carried out an assessment of needs, in
order to support those communities, as a result, the most
affected three communities were selected Arapi,
Nahapetavan, Sarnaghbyur community (lost almost 80-100
per cent of crops).

The lists of the most affected families have been clarified in
collaboration with regional and local self-governance bodies.

In order to receive funds, the ARCS has applied to the
Emergency Response Fund of the International Federation of
Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies and has received
257,134 Swiss francs (124 671 419 AMD) to provide
humanitarian assistance.

Humanitarian Aid for the people of Syria

With the joint efforts of Armenian Red Cross Society (ARCS),
RA and RF Ministries of Emergency Situations and Russian-
Armenian Centre of Humanitarian Response, on 12 July, 94
tons of humanitarian aid has been provided to the Syrian Arab
Republic in the form of food parcels (oil, rice and buckwheat).
The humanitarian cargo will be accepted and redistributed to
the population affected by the Syrian crisis by the Syrian Red
Crescent, Armenian Red Cross Society's partner National
Society. 30 tons of relief will be distributed in Aleppo, through
the Armenian Diocese of Beroea.
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
