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In 2022, the Armenian Red Cross Society continued to carry out its humanitarian
mission in the conditions of crises that shocked the World and our country, which also had an
impact on the activities of the National Society. Our staff and volunteers have carried out their
activities with selfless dedication and responsibility, enabling an appropriate response to
emergency situations.

Being a full member of the International Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement, the ARCS
has been part of a number of initiatives of the Movement, including the Agenda for Renewal
and Unified Planning, taking into account that the goal of continuous development of our
capabilities is to provide more qualified services to the most vulnerable.

In 2022, 2022-2026 ARCS strategy was completed and approved. It should be noted
that the role and importance of the National Society as an auxiliary organization to the
Government is strengthened year by year, which is evidenced by the constant increase and
expansion of the efficiency of cooperation with state bodies, as well as constant involvement in
various humanitarian fields.

Summing up our activities of the year, we confirm our readiness to continue to
develop our capabilities and attract new resources to best meet the humanitarian needs of our
beneficiaries.

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In 2022, the Armenian Red Cross Society continued the implementation of its
humanitarian mission in a complex and challenging environment, as crises and emergencies
continued to shake the entire World, as well as our country and region.

The number of vulnerable people in need of humanitarian assistance is increasing day by
day, and in this situation, the National Society made any possible effort to fulfill its tasks, mobilizing
the potential of staff and volunteers, and attracting necessary resources.

The impact of the 2020-2021 emergencies has continued to influence the nature of the National
Society's activities, prioritizing the focus on issues of the displaced people, lonely elderly and
children living in border communities. Over the past year, carring the role of auxiliary organization
to the Government, we have worked closely with state and local authorities, which was highly
appreciated by state authorithies , particularly the Ministries of Health and Emergency Situations.
Compared to the previous years, we carried out the activities planned for the year in our strategic
directions, such as disaster management, population movement, first aid, dissemination of
humanitarian values, responding to theyouth issues and other areas with a doubled volume.
Parallely, we provided urgent response to occurring challenges.

In particular, we responded to the consequences of the explosion and fire of the Surmalu
market, where the response teams and volunteers of the ARCS did day absolute best, contributing
to the reputation of the ARCS among the public thanks to their selfless and dedicated work. ARCS
Disaster Response Teams, psychologists and volunteers have worked for more than 150 hours at
the emergency site, supporting the search and rescue operations and the relatives of the victims.
Thanks to the resources mobilized by the ARCS, support of the affected entrepreneurs was
ensured. In total, more than 78 million AMD (around USD 198 000) was allocated to support the
people and individual entrepreneurs affected by the explosion and to respond to the
consequences of the disaster.



Less than a month later, we again had to quickly mobilize and respond to the
consequences of the military operations of September 13-14. More than 7,600 internally
displaced persons and their host communities have been provided with humanitarian
assistance equial around 293 million AMD (around 742 000 USD) by the ARCS.

We also worked with children and elderly people left in Armenia, as a result of the situation
around the Lachin Corridor at the end of the year, providing psychological support and
humanitarian assistance to people separated from their relatives.

In total, in 2022, more than 400,000 beneficiaries were involved in the programs
implemented by the ARCS in various directions, and the number of volunteers exceeded 6,000.

Among the forms of humanitarian support provided by the ARCS, cash assistance has
its stable place, the system of providing which was introduced and developed by the National
Society, adapting and localizing the experience of the Movement. In 2022, in total, more than
AMD 900 million (around USD 2 279 000) cash assistance was provided by the ARCS.

We have also expanded and strengthened the cooperation with our local and
international partners and donors. Due to our transparency and accountability the number of
organizations considering the ARCS as a reliable partner is increasing year by year.

The ARCS became a member of the Emergency medical team of Armenia, we
participated in the 23rd IFRC General Assembly in Geneva, as well as in the meeting of the
leaders of the National Societies in Moscow, taking part in the strategic decision-making
process of the Movement. The ARCS First Aid Service has been recertified for another 5 years
by the IFRC Global First Aid Reference Center, which means that our trainings continue to be
conducted in accordance with international standards of IFRC First Aid, Resuscitation and
Education guidelines.

The organization development continued to be one of our priorities, and in that
direction, with the support of our partners, digitization process launched in 2022 in order to
keep up with the times and provide more qualified services to vulnerable groups.

Launching the digital Central feedback system mechanism with the beneficiaries is the first
step towards more effective community engagement and accountability. We are very grateful
to all our volunteers for dedicated and selfless attitude, and thank also our partners and
donors, who made possible the implementation of this much large-scale work.

DISASTER MANAGEMENT

The aim of Disaster Management (DM)
direction is to reduce the vulnerability and
increase the resilience of the population
towards natural and man-made disasters
through disaster risk reduction on a
community level and strengthen Disaster
Preparedness and Response structure of
the Armenian Red Cross Society (ARCS).



Strengthening Civil Protection Systems through Volunteer Capacity

The regional Strengthening Civil Protection Systems through Voluntary Capacity
project was launched in 2020 and was implemented with funding from the European Civil
Protection and Humanitarian Aid Operations in cooperation with the Austrian
Development Agency and the Austrian Red Cross.

The project aimed to strengthen civil protection systems through voluntary capacity in
the regions of Armenia, in particular to test the establishment of voluntary community
fire stations and the involvement of volunteers in rescue, particularly fire rescue
operations.

Target communities were selected jointly with the MES rescue service - Garni of
Kotayk region of RA and Mets Parni community of Lori region of RA, taking into account
the statistics of accidents and the distance of the settlement from the RS fire station.
In order to establish the fire rescue stations, the efforts of the MES rescue service of the
municipal governments and the ARCS have been combined. The building of the rescue
volunteer station was provided by the local administration, the fire truck was provided by
the RA Ministry of Emergency Situations, the selection, education, provision of uniforms
and equipment of volunteers, as well as their further management was carried out by the
ARCS. The volunteer infrastructure operates integrated with the rescue service, the
group is activated and called upon the rescue service, performing first response and, if
necessary, first aid until the arrival of the specialized fire brigade.
Successfuly completing the pilot phase of the project, the same model will be
implemented in all the regions of the Republic of Armenia.

Risk Awareness and Safe Behavior 2022

In order to increase the level of awareness of the population of the RA
communities affected by the conflict, mainly, the border communities of Tavush,
Gegharkunik, Ararat, Vayots Dzor and Syunik regions, about explosive remnants of war
and mines, to reduce the probability of accidents caused by explosive remnants of war
and mines, to form safer behavior during shelling, the volunteers-instructors of the
regional branches of the ARCS, within the framework of the "Risk Awareness and Safe
Behavior" program, updated their knowledge and repeated the professional capacity
building trainings, continuing to conduct continuous awareness raising trainings and
campaigns in the community with different methodologies for different age groups. The
exchange of information materials, methodology, data of the informed population was
carried out with the National Mine Action Administration (MAA), the Center for
Humanitarian Demining and Expertise.

As a result of courses, seminars, workshops, puppet shows, public meetings and
home visits, awareness raising was conducted in 38 border communities and for 6438
residents in total.

The project was implemented in the frames of cooperation with the ICRC.
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Improving Emergency Preparedness in Border Schools 2022

In order to ensure the access to education in the most remote border
communities of Tavush, Gegharkunik, Vayots Dzor and Syunik regions and to ensure
safe and secure educational environment in the border educational institutions, a
preliminary assessment was carried out in the schools of 25 border communities, and
based on this, schools were provided with equipment, in particular, fire extinguishers and
fire panels, and intensive training on safety rules and resilience was carried out. In order
to strengthen the acquired knowledge among schoolchildren and employees of
educational institutions, the last quarter of the year was devoted to the implementation
of evacuation exercises in all the schools, the gaps and problems recorded as a result of
the exercises were analyzed and discussed at the school with the participation of all
participants and specialists.

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First Aid and Disaster Response ARCS Capacity Building 2022

As in previous years, during 2022, the Armenian Red Cross Society also planned
to improve its first aid and disaster response capabilities by continuously strengthening
the knowledge of 7 regional rapid response teams, renew equipment and personal
protective means, conducting exercises, including joint exercises with the state
authorities, the MES rescue service.

The project was implemented in the frames of cooperation with the ICRC.

Implementation of Safety and Security Rules in the ARCS 2022

Since 2020, following the ARCS's large-scale humanitarian response to the
pandemic and conflict, the Armenian Red Cross Society has undertaken a process of
reviewing its internal security-related policies in order to build the security-oriented
capacity of its employees and volunteers and develop a culture of security. In order to
implement the new policy in all regional branches, intensive awareness trainings were
conducted for the employees of the regional branches, volunteers, and various services
of the head office of the ARCS.
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Economic Security Assessment ARCS Capacity Development 2022

Since 2020, following the large-scale humanitarian response of the ARCS to the
pandemic and conflict, prioritizing need-based and support delivery and increasing the
effectiveness of humanitarian assistance, ARCS staff and volunteers, both from the head
office and regional branches, have improved their knowledge on needs assessment,
working with different population groups and community.

The project was implemented in the frames of cooperation with the ICRC.
The ARCS Response to the Explosion of the "Surmalu" market

The Disaster response, First aid and psychologists' teams of the Armenian Red
Cross Society (ARCS), headed by Anna Yeghiazaryan, secretary general, arrived at the
scene immediately after the explosion and the fire that broke out on the territory of the
Surmalu shopping center on August 14.

The ARCS team assisted in the search and rescue and stone clearing operations,
provided first aid and psychological first aid as required.

The disaster response volunteer teams of Yerevan, Vayots dzor, Tavush and
Ararat regions were involved in the search and rescue, stone clearing and dead body
removal efforts, and worked in shifts in order to ensure 24-hour continuity of work. The
43 members of the teams involved had appropriate professional training and equipment
to carry out the above-mentioned operations.
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In total, the response effort involved more than 120 ARCS staff and volunteers,
including 24 staff members, 20 first aiders, 6 psychologists and 30 support volunteers.

During the response, first aid was provided to more than 140 people who had
limb injuries, smoke inhalation, psychological support was provided to more than 150
people, relatives, friends, citizens and volunteers participating in rescue operations.

The ARCS volunteers provided water (more than 1,000 bottles on behalf of the
ARCS and 1500 bottles donated by individuals), dry food (more than 500 people), coffee
(over 600 cups) gloves (200 pairs, 100 on behalf of the ARCS and 100 donated) and
masks to the emergency services, police officers, citizens in the area, urging them to
wear and observe safety rules (5000 people).

In addition, various individuals and organizations (Zovk, Project Interinvest)
donated more than 1,500 bottles of water, about 500 cups of ice coffee, dry food, sweets
and 100 pairs of rescue gloves, which were also distributed on the spot by ARCS
volunteers.

On August 21, after about 150 hours of non-stop work, the Armenian Red Cross
Society completed its mission in the territory of the "Surmalu" shopping center upon the
instructions of the Ministry of Emergency Situations.
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On October 17, the Armenian Red Cross Society (ARSC) provided cash support to
the businesses and their employees who were affected by the fire and subsequent
explosion in the area of the "Surmalu" market.

Based on the results of the vulnerability assessment carried out by the ARCS, 42
affected vulnerable entrepreneurs and 211 family members, as well as 38 registered
employees and 186 family members received a one-time financial support of AMD 42,700
for each family member.

In total, 16 million 951 thousand 900 AMD was provided to 397 persons.

The financial assistance was provided with the financial support of the International
Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies Disaster Response Fund.

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The ARCS Humanitarian Response to the Conflict Escalation of September 2022

The Armenian Red Cross Society, with the support of the ICRC, IFRC, Monaco
Red Cross, Swiss Red Cross, Austrian Red Cross, "Hunter Food" and "Majorel" companies,
has provided more than 13 000 units/packages/pieces of humanitarian aid to the
communities and internally displaced persons affected by the military operations of
September 13, in the form of hygiene items, clothing, First Aid boxes, kitchen items,
bedding, psychological first aid.

The support was provided in the host communities of the affected and internally
displaced persons of Vayots dzor, Gegharkunik, Syunik, Kotayk, Ararat, Armavir, Tavush,
Shirak regions and in Yerevan.

In addition to the initial response, the ARCS jointly with the ICRC conducted a
rapid assessment of humanitarian needs of internally displaced persons in the aftermath
of the recent escalation of the conflict, in order to continue an appropriate response.

The ARCS constantly updated the database of people applying through Hotlines,
passing it onto the Primary Need Registration Platform of the Ministry of Labor and Social
Affairs of the Republic of Armenia.

The psychologists of the ARCS provide psychological aid to the relatives of
wounded, dead and missing servicemen and the displaced families face-to-face (in the
territory of the Central Clinical Military Hospital, in Vardenis, Martuni), online (Kndzoresk,
Kornidzor, Tegh, Sotk, Mets Masrik), and through the Hotline (all RA regions).

Mines and unexploded ordnance awareness and Safe Behavior trainings were
conducted in the affected communities.
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An educational program was launched in Vayots dzor's city of Jermuk secondary
school No. 2 and primary school No. 6 in Goris community, Syunik region, within which
child development centers were established. Specially trained volunteers from regional
and community branches of the ARCS conducted daily trainings, extracurricular activities,
social and cultural events, thematic discussions aimed at capacity building.

On 12 December, the Armenian Red Cross Society (ARCS), in
cooperation with the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC)
Delegation in Armenia distributed one-time cash assistance to the most
vulnerable 459 families of the border communities of Nerkin Hand, Shikahogh,
Srashen and Chakaten in Syunik region, and Kutakan, Nerkin Shorzha, Tretuk
and Sotk in Gegharkunik region, following the September 2022 hostilities at
the Armenian-Azerbaijani border. A total of 1565 persons received the
assistance, ranging from AMD 150,000 to AMD 362,000, depending on the size
of a household.

In particular, a one-member household received AMD 150,000, a two-member
household received AMD 215,000, a three-member household received AMD 264,000, a
four-member household received AMD 313,500 and a five-member or a larger household
received AMD 362,000.

A total of AMD 124,208,000 was distributed by Armenian Red Cross Society. The
cash distribution program involved a prior needs assessment, which was carried out by
the ICRC in coordination with the local authorities. The ICRC and ARCS teams jointly
registered the households residing in the above communities.

Thus, the Armenian Red Cross Society provided a
total of about 293 million AMD (about 742,000 US
dollars) of support.
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POPULATION MOVEMENT

The Armenian Red Cross Society has
continued the activities within the frames
of its commitment on Population
movement management to support the
protection of the rights of refugees,
persons in a refugee-like situation, asylum
seekers and other displaced persons, as
well as in humanitarian assistance
provision and integration processes.



The Armenian Red Cross Society has continued the activities within the frames of its
commitment on Population movement management to support the protection of the rights
of refugees, persons in a refugee-like situation, asylum seekers and other displaced persons,
as well as in humanitarian assistance provision and integration processes.

In 2022, the ARCS has continued to provide large-scale assistance to the families
who moved to Armenia as a result of the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict escalation in 2020,
working closely with state and non-state partners and institutions. Ongoing support has
been accompanied by continuing fundraising and organization and partner organizations
staff capacity building processes. The assistance programs were based on the results of
continuous needs assessment, the need to respond to the problems identified by the state,
the need to prevent the deterioration of the social situation, the organization of professional
response to cases in need of special protection.

The programs, funded by the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees
(UNHCR) and the Austrian Development Cooperation, were aimed at improving reception
conditions for displaced persons, providing access to the territory of the Republic of Armenia,
economic and socio-cultural integration, social protection and urgent response to basic
needs, improving the psychological state, conducting special cases of child protection,
detecting and preventing gender-based violence, improving the conditions in the "Reception
Center" State Non-Commercial Organization (SNCO), capacity building of state bodies and
other partner organizations, identifying of needs through monitoring of protection of
displaced persons from Nagorno-Karabakh, responding to needs through social case
management, improving housing and environmental conditions, ensuring peaceful
community co-existence, developing the communities and etc.
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Summary of the provided and implemented programs by the ARCS in 2022:

12 information sessions were held for asylum seekers and refugees on the rights of
displaced persons, refugee status granting procedures, access to social services,
employment, prevention of HIV-AIDS and trafficking and other issues. A total of 225 asylum
seekers and refugees participated in the above-mentioned meetings.

5 courses were organized for the representatives of the Border Guard Troops of the
National Security Service of the Republic of Armenia and Passport and Visa Department of
the Police of Armenia with the participation of 76 employees. 83 visits were made to land
border crossing points and airports. Weekly monitoring was carried out in the "Reception
Center", where repair works were made and necessary furniture was provided.

ARCS, through 16 translators fluent in 12 languages, provided 1262 hours of oral
and 365 pages of written translation for asylum seekers and refugees.

400 individual psychological consultations have been conducted for 60 refugees and
asylum seekers.

6 meetings of the working groups for the protection of refugee children and
prevention of gender-based violence were organized during the year. The management of 82
special cases of child protection was conducted. 137 children received material assistance to
ensure access to education.

4 meetings of the refugee women support group were organized.
68 representatives /social workers/ of the Unified Social Service of the Ministry of

Labor and Social Affairs were trained and informed on refugee rights during 4 training
courses.
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257 families received support for economic integration in order to work and earn
income in the fields of farming, sewing, car repair, cooking, hairdressing and many other
spheres.

88 asylum seekers and refugees took part in Armenian language courses, and
432 asylum seeker and refugee participated in 26 cultural events.

3500 families were monitored for protection, and 752 families were involved in
the case management process.

39 visits were made to "Kilikia" bus station to monitor the return of displaced
persons from Nagorno-Karabakh.

20 psychological group meetings were organized for 301 people displaced from
Nagorno-Karabakh.

Assistance was provided to 8 community-based organizations involved in
responding to the needs of displaced persons from Nagorno-Karabakh.

Within the framework of financing communities and community volunteer
initiatives, 13 community development programs have been implemented: construction
of playgrounds, renovation of elderly people's room, provision of sports school
equipment, heating system provision to cultural center, provision of musical school
equipment, construction of cultural center stage and etc.

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TRACING SERVIGE

The Armenian Red Cross Society Tracing
Service implements tracing and
restoration of family links lost during
population movement, searching of
notifications confirming the place of the
grave of the victims of war, conflict and
disasters, tracing or assistance in the
tracing of documents confirming that a
person was subjected to evacuation,
captivity, forced departure or forced labor
during World War I1.




Restoring Family Links (RFL)

The Armenian Red Cross Society received and opened 14 inquiries during 2022 in
the following directions: tracing of individuals, tracing and providing documents necessary
for restoring family links and for improving social status, tracing of gravesides and providing
documents about existance of the grave, tracing and issuance of documents confirming that
a person was subjected to evacuation, captivity, forced departure or forced labour during
World War II. Besides the new cases Tracing Service continued working on ongoing cases
from previous years.

With the purpose to raise skills and capacities of the staff and volunteers of ARCS
Tracing Service a training workshop on “Restoring Family Links in emergencies” was
organized in November, 2022. The participants of the workshop were trained how to rapidly
and efficiently organize RFL in case of disasters taking into account the fact that tracing the
loved one lost in an emergency and finding out the fate is the most important thing for
families.

Summarizing 2022, at the end of the year, the Tracing Service organized a round
table meeting with representatives of stakeholders form state institutions. The main topic of
the meeting was presenting activities of the ARCS Tracing Service emphasizing importance
of collaboration as without correct cooperation with state organizations and support from the
latters it is not possible to organize proper activity of the Service.
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In December 2022 due to the blockage of Lachin corridor, Head of Tracing
Service visited and collected information about the unaccompanied children from NK who
were remaining in Armenia (Goris and Yerevan) because of the blockade. 45 children
who had arrived in Armenia for various reasons were blocked without parents in RA and
could not be unified with families. Information was collected and provided to the ICRC for
further reunification of the children with their families.
In 2022 ARCS procured tools and resources for RFL response in emergencies. Currently
ARCS has at its disposal an RFL emergency kit adapted to foreseeable context which can
be used in case of emergencies to organize activities of the Tracing Service.

Deployment of FLA database

Deployment of FLA database is an important tool for ARCS FLA procedures. Still
in 2021, entry of the cases into the database was totally completed. In 2022 the process
of entering the cases continued and newly opened cases were entered into the database
and the ongoing ones were updated upon necessity.

Accompanying Families of Missing Persons

In the aftermath of Nagorno-Karabakh conflict in 1990s, as many as 4541 people
are still missing and for 400 of them tracing requests were opened in Armenia. The ICRC
delegation conducted a variety of assessments and concluded that even after about 30
years families of missing persons still have economic, legal, psychological and/or social
needs.

The Armenian Red Cross Society implements “Accompanying Families of Missing
Persons (FoM)” project with financial support of ICRC, aimed at helping the families of
missing persons to cope with the psychological and social consequences of the
disappearance.

During the year, 190 families were involved in the project from Shirak (13
families), Gegharkunik (23 families), Vayots Dzor (5 families), Armavir (41 families), Lori
(22 families), Tavush (14 families), Syunik (46 families), Ararat (36 families) regions.
ARCS regional branches maintain a regular contact with families of the missing persons
living in the mentioned regions. Upon necessity special meetings were organized with
relevant specialists to provide social, medical and psychological services to beneficiary
families.

In some regions, in case ARCS TS responsible persons in the regions received
requests form FoMs regarding their humanitarian needs, the RBs referred the families to
ARCS humanitarian assistance programs as well as to other organizations acting in the
relevant regions.

On the 30" August, International Day of the Missing, ARCS organized a range of
events for the Families of Missing after the NK conflict of 1990s in the regions of Syunik,
Vayots Dzor, Ararat, Armavir, Gegharkunik, Tavush, Lori and Shirak. The events ranged
from pilgrimage to Sardarapat, Ejmiatsin and Sevanavank, tree planting, visit to the
Monument to the Missing.

Before Christmas ARCS, with the ICRC support, in Yerevan and RA regions

provided 127 parcels of New Year presents to the children of persons missing in the
result of NK conflict escalation of 2020 registered by the ICRC.
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FIRST AID

The ARCS First Aid (FA) Training and
Methodological Center disseminates FA
knowledge and skills among large segments of
the population and people of different age
groups and professions, provides FA services
during mass events, as well as carries out
extensive activities aimed at promoting safe
behavior of the younger generation.

The Center conducts FA training courses
according to the Global First Aid Reference
Center guidelines (GFARC).




First Aid
Spheres of activity

The ARCS First Aid (FA) Methodological Training Center disseminates FA knowledge
and skills among people of different age groups and professions, provides FA services during
mass events, as well as carries out extensive activities aimed at promoting safe behavior of
the young generation.

International Attestation

The ARCS passed the periodical International First Aid Attestation (IFAA) by the
Global First Aid Reference Center (GFARC, IFRC) in 2022, valid for 5 years, recognizing that
the ARCS FA training is performed in accordance with the International First Aid,
Resuscitation and Education Guidelines 2020 of the International Federation of Red Cross
and Red Crescent Societies.

FA trainings

In 2022, trainings for the ARCS volunteers, staff of various organizations, members
of Tavush, Vayots Dzor, Syunik, Ararat, Gegharkunik borderline and remote communities
(community members, teachers, primary medical care staff, schoolchildren, etc.), people
displaced as a result of the NK conflict and hosting communities, fire-rescuers of Tavush,
Vayots Dzor and Syunik and members of MES civil defense teams of Tavush borderline
communities were held.
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In total, during 2022, 5000 people were trained and updated their knowledge and skills
in the field of FA.

In particular, trainings and seminars were conducted for the employees of the
Central Bank, Ameriabank, Vayots Dzor Regional Administration, National Institute of
Health, Gyumri 24-hour Care Center, Zvartnots Airport, UN Office, Council of Europe
office, Embassy of the Netherlands, British Embassy, GIZ, Austian Development Agency,
Cambridge school, MSF, Teach for Armenia, Coca-Cola Hellenic, Grand Sport, Multi
Wellness Center, Ibis Yerevan Center, Holiday Inn and a number of other organizations.

FA trainings for the members of the RA borderline communities

In the framework of cooperation with the International Committee of the Red
Cross (ICRC), trainings on "Basics of First Aid" were conducted in borderline
communities: Tavush - 22 (Baghanis, Barekamavan, Berdavan, Dovegh, Koti, Voskepar,
Voskevan, Aygehovit, Azatamut, Berkaber, Kirants, Sarigyugh, Sevkar, Tsaghkavan,
Vazashen, Aygedzor, Aygepar, Chinari, Choratan, Movses, Nerqgin Karmir Aghbyur,
Paravagar), Vayots Dzor - 10 (Jermuk, Vayq, Zaritap, Bardzruni, Khndzorut, Nor
Aznaberd, Areni, Khachik, Chiva, Elpin), Ararat - 3 (Yeraskhavan, Tigranashen,
Zangakatun), Syunik - 29 (Davit Bek, Kaghnut, Uzhanis, Eghvard, Agarak, Geghanush,
Tchakaten, Shikahogh, Srashen, Nergin Hand, Tsav, Aznak, Dicmayri, Syunik, Nrnadzor,
Kartchevan, Shurnukh, Vorotan, Tegh, Khndzoresk, Aravus, Khnatsakh, Kornidzor,
Vaghatur, Nergin Khndzoresk, Tatev, Shinuhayr, Khot, Qarahunj) and Gegharkunik - 11
(Ttujur, Vahan, Geghamasar, Sotq, Azat, Kut, Norabak, Vardenis, Mets Masrik, Martuni,
Ayrq). 1024 people participated in the trainings.
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FA courses for medical staff of RA borderline communities

In cooperation with the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), trainings
on "Basics of First Aid" were provided to the staff of ambulatory and health posts of the
above-mentioned communities, as well as cities of Noyemberyan, Ijevan, Berd,
Eghegnadzor, and Ararat. 191 medical workers participated in the trainings.

FA courses for volunteers from Tavush, Gegharkunik, Ararat, Vayots Dzor and
Syunik regions

In cooperation with the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), 5 trainings
on "Basics of First Aid" were conducted for 75 volunteers from Tavush, Gegharkunik, Syunik,
Ararat and Vayots Dzor.

Training of FA instructors
In 2022, in cooperation with the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC),
training courses for FA instructors from the regions of Armenia were conducted, with
participation of 21 FA instructors.
FA trainings for rescuers of Russian - Armenian Humanitarian Response Center
Within the framework of cooperation with the Armenian-Russian Humanitarian

Response Center, FA trainings were conducted for 100 rescuers from Ararat, Syunik, Lori,
Shirak, Kotayq, Armavir and Aragatsotn regions.

In total, during 2022, 5000 people were
trained and updated their knowledge and
skills in the field of FA.
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RA Ministry of Emergency Situations, International Committee of the Red Cross
and Armenian Red Cross Society /MES-ICRC-ARCS/ cooperation

Within the framework of the MES-ICRC-ARCS cooperation, "Basics of First Aid" and
"Rules of Dead Body Management" refresher courses were conducted for 200 members of
civil defense teams of 12 borderline communities in Tavush region (Berdavan, Dovegh, Koti,
Voskevan, Azatamut, Sarigyugh, Aygepar, Chinari, Choratan, Movses, Nerkin Karmir
Aghbyur and Paravakar), as well as for 47 fire-rescuers from Tavush, Vayots Dzor and Syunik.
Each team was provided with FA items and dressing materials to replenish the contents FA
bags and boxes.

Establishment of the Nationwide First Aid Training and Service System

Starting from 2022 the ARCS is implementing 5-year project on Establishment of
the Nationwide First Aid Training and Service System, supported by the National
Society Investment Alliance Accelerator Fund (NSIA) and the Swiss RC.

Due to the Project, the ARCS is strengthening its capacities in the area of FA training

and service by enhancing the number of FA instructors (10 second category instructors were
prepared), establishment of the FA training centers in Yerevan and the regions of Armenia (2
centers were renovated and equipped), development of paid FA training and service system
(6 training modules were developed, landing page for online registration for trainings was
launched, 12 manikins for regional branches and 550 FA boxes for sale were procured), at
the same time improving FA-related legal field, as well as raising public awareness.
The ARCS FA training modules for doctors and nurses were approved by the Order of the RA
Minister of Health, and healthcare sphere workers received 6 professional development state
credits after passing the ARCS FA training. ARCS FA training module for teachers was also
approved by the RA Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sport.
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Strengthening Resilience of Local Communities of South Caucasus to Health
Emergencies

In cooperation with the International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent
Societies (IFRC), with the financial support of the United States Agency for International
Development (USAID), ARCS implemented "Strengthening Resilience of Local Communities
of South Caucasus to Health Emergencies" project, in which 40 ARCS leader volunteers and
195 community volunteers from local communities of Syunik, Vayots Dzor, Tavush, Lori,
Shirak regions, and Yerevan were involved.

The volunteers were trained to be prepared and to respond to health-related
consequences of disasters and crisis in their communities. The trainings were organized
on Disaster Management and Health in Emergencies with a particular focus on
community-based health, epidemic/pandemic preparedness, response and control, water,
sanitation and hygiene (WASH), FA and psychological first aid. The trained volunteers
have reached more than 60 743 community members directly and 182 229 indirectly in
76 local communities of targeted regions. FA introductory courses were also held for 15
991 school age children.
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In cooperation with the World Health Organization (WHO) Armenia Country
Office, the ARCS implemented “Training on First Aid during the COVID-19
pandemic and other acute health emergencies in Conflict-Affected Communities
in Armenia” project.

In the framework of the project trainings on "Basics of First Aid" were conducted for
727 members of 34 communities in Syunik, Vatots Dzor, Gegharkunik, and Tavush regions.
1000 copies of the ARCS FA manual and other teaching materials were printed and
disseminated.
2563 individual FA kits and 76 FA boxes have been distributed as the ARCS contribution,
mostly on the request from the target regions.
Information on FA, WASH, epidemic and pandemic (including COVID-19 and other health
emergencies) has been disseminated to the population in target regions.

FA service

In 2022, ARCS FA teams provided FA service during more than 50 FIFA, UEFA
football games.

Publicevents

On the occasion of the World Blood Donor Day and the World First Aid Day public
events were organized in Yerevan and regions, during which FA stations were installed in
public places, information on FA was provided.
The ARCS FA Department participated in the drill exercises conducted by the RA Ministry of
Emergency Situations in schools and educational institutions.
Media cooperation

The ARCS FA team participated in more than 30 programs on "Healthy Lifestyle" of
H1 TV and "Buzh-Info" of "Shant" TV.
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SOCIAL SUPPORT AND HEALTHCARE

The Armenian Red Cross Society (ARSC), with the
aim of supporting the government to reduce the
vulnerability of socially disadvantaged target
groups and prevent the spread of number of
communicable and non-communicable diseases
(Tuberculosis, HIV/AIDS, diabetes, etc.), carries
out large-scale activities to provide social
assistance to relevant groups of the population,
providing health services, increasing awareness of
the mentioned diseases, as well as about Healthy
Lifestyle.

In this direction, the ARCS carries out studies of the
social condition of the population, provision of food,
hygiene items, clothing, psychological support and
counseling, organization of trainings and public
events.



Integrated home care services

In 2022 the ARCS continued providing the integrated home care services in Lori,
Shirak and Vayots Dzor regions. The clients are lonely elderly people, people with chronic
diseases and/or disabilities, who are selected based on the detailed individual needs
assessment implemented by the care staff.

The beneficiaries are provided with 3 types of home care services:
m Professional nursing care provided by nurses (14 nurses in three regions)
m Care provided by home helpers (35 home helpers in each region)

m Volunteers care (61 volunteers in Lori region, 41 volunteers in Shirak region and
20 volunteers in Vayots Dzor region), with appropriate training courses passed.

The services have been provided not only in regional city centers, but also in the
following cities: Spitak, Alaverdi in Lori region, and Artik, Maralik in Shirak region.
The home care services are clearly separated within these 3 care provider groups.
In particular, the nurses are providing the injections prescript by GPs, skin, mucous,
dental, mouth care, bedsore prevention and care, special exercises for the rehabilitation
client's mobility, massage etc.
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The home-helpers provide support in everyday matters, particularly cleaning of the flat,
preparing of food, and support during food intake. The services provided by volunteers
mainly include client's visits, conversations, reading, accompanying them to shop,
pharmacy, assisting in the utility payments, supporting in the filling of documents, etc.
Depending on the individual needs, the clients also receive wheelchairs, walkers, anti-
bedsore pillows and mattresses, canes and other needed items. All the 3 groups of care
staff along with the home care also provide psychosocial support.

The home care is provided in close cooperation with the polyclinics, under the direct
control of doctors, with the involvement of narrow professionals in case of needs.

At the end of 2022, 520 clients were already receiving home care service. In 2022 the
ARCS continued provision of home care services on co-payment and paid basis.

Active Ageing

Within the Active Ageing component the 31 AA initiative groups of older people
have been established and functioning in Shirak, Lori and Vayots Dzor regions with 420
participants enrolled (225 women and 195 men).
Participation based Active ageing gives the opportunity for the elderly to increase their
social contacts and to participate in different areas of community life.
ARCS has provided trainings for initiative groups to build their capacity. The community
municipalities have provided a meeting place for the initiative group members, for their
meetings, for working and planning activities. The initiative groups were given the
opportunity to apply for small grants with offer to implement their interesting initiatives.

Reducing stigma and discrimination and provision of PSS to TB patients

In 2022, in cooperation with MoH and National TB center ARCS continued the
implementation of “Reducing stigma and Discrimination and provision of PSS to TB
patients” program. The targets are all TB patients in out-patient phase of treatment. In
scope of cooperation, the National TB center has provided to ARCS monthly information
concerning TB patients who passed from in-patient phase to out-patient phase of 413
treatment.

Close cooperation was established with the primary health care facilities, in
particular with the staff involved in diagnosis and treatment of tuberculosis. The TB
cabinets provided information on patients: who have started treatment at the ambulatory
stage, who had a tendency to interrupt the treatment and who had not undergone
treatment at the outpatient phase after the hospital phase. ARCS psychologists and
volunteers organized meetings with patients provided them psycho-social and
psychological support with emphasis on the importance of continuing treatment. An
electronic database about visits and consultations was filled. For the patients, who
successfully have completed the treatment the “second birthday” celebrations were
organized.

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Diabetes prevention and care among elderly

In 2022, the project on Diabetes prevention and care among elderly has been
continued in Ararat, Aragatsotn and Gegharkunik regions. Due to the activities carried
out the 48 self-support groups of diabetes patients were established in 48 urban and
rural communities (16 in each region), the beneficiaries have received the necessary
knowledge on diabetes, the healthy diet and healthy lifestyle and healthy ageing in
general. Training and round table discussions were organized for 90 physicians and 84
nurses, focusing on the problems of diabetes. In total 126 volunteers have been involved
in the design and implementation of the project, in the process of establishment of
groups, in organizing events, etc.

The Healthy Aging groups of the communty elderly have been set up in these
communities to actively advocate and promote for healthy living, healthy nutrition,
physical activity, and social inclusion.

Gyumri 24-hour care center

In 2022, the ARCS continued to manage the Gyumri 24-hour care center, aiming
to provide a favorable living environment for up to 160 caregivers in the center, adequate
care, quality food, appropriate health, social-psychological and other necessary services.
In 2022, the renovation works have been continued in the Center, in particular, the
corridor of the first floor and the meeting hall were renovated. In total, in 2021, more
than 120 million AMD were invested in renovation and furnishing of the care center. This
created opportunities for the beneficiaries to participate more actively in various social
events, organize entertainment according to their preferences, etc. In total, during 2022,
more than 148 million AMD were invested for renovation and furnishing.
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In 2022, the ARCS continued the implementation of the "Working Together for
Quality Care, Wellbeing and Dignity" program, in partnership with the Austrian Red Cross,
with funding from the Austrian Development Cooperation.

The goal of the project is to improve the quality of integrated care and social services for
the residents of the ARCS Gyumri 24-hour care center. A number of ongoing measures
have been taken to improve care services. A number of trainings have been organized for
the care staff. 25 volunteers involved in the project, under the direct supervision of
professional staff, provided daily support to the ARCS Gyumri 24-hour care center care
team and the residents, including socialization, reading, communicating with them, etc.

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Covid-19 response

In 2022 the ARCS continued to be at the forefront of the humanitarian response
to the covid-19 pandemic, implementing pandemic preparedness and response actions.
With its country wide network of volunteers and committed staff the ARCS was
proactively engaged in risk communication and awareness raising activities and
disseminated information on disease prevention, health education and vaccination
promotion activities. The Active and Healthy Ageing groups created and operating in
different communities in the regions of Armenia, comprising of elderly, were also involved
in the awareness raising processes. Through peer to peer approach, they conduct
information sessions for the elderly people in their communities, organized events and
discussions.
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ARCS MHPSS activities

In 2022, the Armenian Red Cross Society carried out large-scale work to promote
mental health and psychological well-being of the population affected by the Covid-19
pandemic, conflict escalation, Surmalu explosion as well as by other emergencies.

In 2022, from January to December, ARCS and ICRC implemented a joint MHPSS project
in Syunik, Tavush and Gegharkunik regions, with the aim to increase the resilience of
population in IB communities and displaced people from NK. Preliminary needs
assessment was carried out and mapping was done to identify existing MHPSS services in
the above mentioned communities. 17 counsellor's and 3 psychologists/coordinators
were trained and received continuous technical guidance and off-line and online
supervision sessions throughout the project implementation.

The trained counsellors provided psychological support through individual and
group counselling services and made referrals to other specialized services in case of
other serious mental health issues.

Community outreach activities have been conducted to reduce stigma and
increase awareness on MHPSS. Community outreach activities involve psychoeducation,
sensitization, information sessions in different IB communities of Syunik, Tavush,
Gegharkunik regions among medical staff, teachers, local government and NGO
representatives.
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Within the framework of the project, 1200 beneficiaries received psychological
support. 25 information sessions and 25 group support sessions were conducted.
101 people received psychosocial support through emergency home visits.

ARCS psychologists have conducted 423 sessions of individual psychological
service for displaced people (asylum seekers, refugees, people in refugee-like situation)
within UNHCR funded "Refugee Protection and Integration" project in the period of
January-December 2022. The service has included psychotherapy sessions, psychological
counselling and psycho-social support.

Psycho-social support to the children and lonely elderly living in dormitories

The “Smiley Club” component of the project in Yerevan and Kotayk is
implemented for children aged 7-14 who live in dormitories and participate in daily
classes in specially furnished rooms.

The main goal of the project is to support the increase of children's educational
level by implementing cultural, sports, and intellectual events. Volunteers make daily
visits to help the children with homework. There are separate clubs (English, painting,
ecology, sports, reading, informative, etc.), where children learn more about the subject.
In addition to the daily lessons, the volunteers organize events for the general
development of the children once a month, including visits to theaters, museums, or
other cultural sites. Daytime activities are organized on New Year, Easter, June 1, and
other holidays.

Starting in October 2022 the project is implemented with the support of the
Austrian Red Cross.

Lonely elderly refuges living in 2 dormitories in Yerevan feel isolated and lonely.
In the framework of this program volunteers visit the beneficiaries once a week, help
them with housework, and organize social /cultural events. Hygiene kits and food parcels
are distributed quarterly to the elderly people.

301 beneficiaries have participated in the group psychological support meetings
implemented by ARCS psychologists in the following regions: Yerevan, Kotayk, Armavir,
Vayots Dzor, Ararat, Aragatsotn, Tavush, Gegharkunik within the same project. 217
participants were from NK while 84 were from other countries.
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634 beneficiaries have participated in the group psychological support meetings
in Yerevan and Ararat, Armavir, Kotayk, Tavush, Vayots Dzor, Syunik regions within the
frame of CoNaKa (Covid-19 Resilience in Armenia and Georgia and NK conflict response)
project. 162 trainees were from RA and 472 were NK displaced.

In 2022 ARCS hot line operation was carried out by ARCS specialized
psychologists. Hot line activities involve needs assessments, provision of online
psychological first aid and necessary information to the beneficiaries and making referrals
to other services.

In 2022, ARCS implemented "Increasing knowledge and partnership for mental
health and psychosocial support for helpers in pandemics" project in cooperation with the
Georgian, Austrian Red Cross Societies and Austrian Innsbruck University.

Within the framework of the project, the psychological needs of the people providing aid
during the pandemic, the psychological impact of the pandemic on them were identified,
and the necessary support was provided.

The scope of partnership providing mental health and psychosocial support has
been expanded. who-cares.pss online library has been created where the stories of
doctors, nurses, psychologists, volunteers working on the front lines during the Covid-19
pandemic, interviews about their stress management means, materials related to mental
health and psychosocial sphere, guides are placed.
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On August 14-21, the ARCS team of 6 psychologists provided psychological
support to more than 150 people affected by the explosion and fire burst in “Surmalu"
shopping centre. Among them there were the victims' relatives, friends, rescuers, citizens
and volunteers participating in rescue operations.

Psychological and psychosocial support was provided to the persons and families affected
by the conflict escalation on September 13-14 in Vayots Dzor, Gegharkunik and Syunik
regions.

In December 2022, the ARCS psychologists provided psychosocial support to the
people including children left in Goris and other communities of Armenia as a result of
the situation around the Lachin Corridor.

The Enhancing Access to Education for IB schools and displaced children from
NK 2022 project was implemented:

Syunik region-Syunik, Geghanush, Goris and Tegh communities,
Gegharkunik region-Mets Masrik and Vardenis communities,
Ararat-Masis,

Kotayk-Hrazdan,

Yerevan Social-psychological center of ARCS,

Vayots Dzor-Jermuk.

The program aims to provide access to education for about 750 children
attending educational institutions in border communities, as well as for children displaced
from Nagorno-Karabakh who have taken refuge in different Armenian communities.

Child development 10 Safe Spaces/Smiley Clubs were renovated, furnished and equipped
with any necessary equipment within this project. The main activities of Smiley clubs

include:
1. daily lessons learning
2. hobby groups
3. social and cultural events
4. thematic lessons, such as Promoting Human Values.

The program is being implemented in the frames of cooperation with the ICRC.

In 2022, 1226 new volunteers were registered in ARCS. The data of volunteers

who register online immediately appear in the Salesforce platform, which is used by
ARCS to securely maintain the volunteer database.
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Dissemination seminars are organized for newly registered volunteers 1-2 times a
week, during which they are introduced to the history of the international movement of
the RCRC, the 7 principles, and the projects of the ARCS.

During the year, the volunteers participated in various capacity-building, project-

based trainings, which promoted their active participation in all directions of the ARCS
activities.
In order to disseminate the activities of the Red Cross and Red Crescent International
movement and the Armenian Red Cross Society, ARCS, with the active involvement of
volunteers, created the board game "Towards Humanity" intended for middle and high
school students.

Youth and volunteering development. CBF fund
In the frame of the project in 2022 the following outcomes were achieved:

® \/olunteer Management and Salesforce database were improved. New mechanism
were put in place and capacities of ARCS branch volunteer focal points and staff
were enhanced.

® The safety, security, well-being and protection of volunteers is a priority for the
ARCS. The volunteers provide essential services in a very complex environment.
So, there was a need to strengthen the mechanisms to ensure the safety of
volunteers, prevent casualties and trauma, and promote mental well-being among
young people and volunteers. More than 800 volunteers received training on
"Volunteers, Stay Safe".

® ARCS established Youth Leadership Academy and developed all the procedures and

modules. Twenty young people participated in the "Youth Leadership Academy"
capacity-building camp, which took place on the 17-22 of July, 2022 in Aghveran,
Kotayk. During the 6-day training, the participants developed their leadership
skills, explored their leadership style and learned how to develop a project and
budget, formulate the problem, make a presentation and pitch for their project.
Selection Committee selected 14 initiatives which received up to 500 000 AMD
seed grants to implement their community projects, such as cleaning the Trchkan
waterfall, improving the children playground in Garnahovit, composting in Bzhni,

building bus stop in Arevik, etc.
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DISSEMINATION OF
HUMANITARIAN VALUES

We conduct continuous efforts towards
dissemination of humanitarian values, the
history of International Movement of Red
Cross and Red Crescent, Fundamental
Principles, International Humanitarian
Law, emblem use and misuse, as well as
raising awareness about our mission and
activities.



In 2022, within the framework of cooperation with the ICRC, a recorded version
of the dissemination course was created, and together with "HOL" LLC, a thematic board
game was created under the title "The path of Humanity" in order to organize coverage
of the activities of the Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement and the ARCS among
children and young people using innovative methods.

In 2022, the ARCS Brand Guide was updated.

Digital Campaigns
May 8
On May 8, in regard with the World Red Cross and Red Crescent Day, the ARCS

joined the Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement's global digital campaign "The Power
of Faith in Kindness" with relevant thematic posts on social pages.

On June 14, the World Blood Donor Day, the Ministry of Health, RA Ministry of
Health "Professor R.H.Yolyan Hematology Center" CIJSC and the Armenian Red Cross
Society, with the support of the International Committee of the Red Cross, organized a
campaign titled "Donating blood is a step of solidarity.”
The aim of the campaign was to encourage voluntary blood donation in order to
replenish the blood bank of the republic.
Armenian Red Cross volunteers provided guidance and support throughout the process,
and throughout the week leading to the day, distributed awareness leaflets in public
places urging people to become voluntary blood donors.
"World First Aid Day”

On the occasion of the World First Aid Day, ARCS volunteers from Shirak, Syunik,
Ararat, Lori regional branches held awareness campaigns in different cities and
communities of the regions, demonstrated bleeding, bandaging, cardiopulmonary
resuscitation, airway obstruction and other situations. As part of the actions, the
volunteers distributed masks, gloves, hand sanitizers and leaflets to the passers-by.

Cooperation with Mass Media
In December 2022, a working lunch was organized with 15 media

representatives to summarize the activities of the 2022 ARCS and to thank them for their
active coverage during the year. During the year, 17 press releases were distributed.
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Printed Materials, Signboards

The 2021 Annual Report, semi-annual newsletters, 2023 calendar, as well as
printed materials informing the ARCS in various areas, including Explosive Ordnance Risk
Awareness, First Aid Skills, Psychological First Aid, Healthy Living and other topics were
printed.

During the year, 12 billboards on Donations and Vaccination promotion were placed in
Yerevan and regions.

Signs directing to the offices were placed in Yerevan and regions in order to increase the
visibility of the ARCS.

Videos

During the year, 1 film covering the activities of the Armenian Red Cross, 6
videos about the Youth Academy, 2 videos about First Aid, 1 video about the response to
the military operations of September 13 were prepared, the dissemination course was
digitized.

Dissemination activities are being implemented in the frames of cooperation with the ICRC.
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ORGANIZATION DEVELOPMENT

The priority development direction of the
Armenian Red Cross Society is targeted at
improvement and enhancement the
capacities of regional and community
branches, including resource mobilization,
which will increase their preparedness for
quick responding to emergency situations
as well as for providing continuous and
long-lasting services based on local
community needs.




For National Society Development, the priorities of the Armenian Red Cross
Society are:

e Strengthening and maintaining the network of regional branches,

® Uninterrupted operation of the NS management and operational systems, such
as Feedback Mechanism, etc.

e Managing human resources and ensuring sustainable competency buidling.

Development of branches

Capacity development of Regional branches in Tavush, Gegharkunik, Syunik,
Ararat and Vayots Dzor

In cooperation with ICRC, in the regional branches of Tavush, Gegharkunik,
Vayots Dzor, Ararat and Syunik, the complex capacity development program was
continued, within the framework of which capacity development for communication,
accountability, volunteer management and resource mobilization was carried out. Special
focus was kept on the improvement of services provided by regional branches and
community representations. In total, more than 50 programs were implemented in 18
communities of 5 regions of RA for children, lonley elderly and disabled, women with
limited opportunities and other vulnerable groups. Summer camps and other cultural and
educational events for children were organized in order to increase their resilience.
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Capacity building of regional branches of Ararat, Aragatsotn, Kotayk,
Gegharkunik, Armavir, Syunik and Tavush through food assistance program

The regional branch development program funded by the Swiss Red Cross aims
at improving the branch capacities in needs assessment and response and program
management through the practical application of acquired skills. Within the framework of
the project, the operation of the Soup kitchen in the city of Masis, Ararat regions,
continued, providing hot meals 3 times a week to 70-110 lonely elderly people. In other
marzes, monthly food packages were provided to a total of 620 vulnerable elderly and
hygienic packages were provided on quarterly basis. Volunteers organized socialization
events for the beneficiaries of the project, and celebrations of burthdays. The program
also had a capacity building component for staff and volunteers, such as mandatory
training on the specifics of the work with elderly.
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Institutional development

In 2022, the ARCS in cooperation with its Movement partners, continued
implementation of a large-scale development program in accordance with the NSD plan
for 2021-2023. In all the regional branches capital and human capacities were
developed and strengthened ensuring all the enabling competences, tools and
conditions.

Throughout the year, training courses were regularly organized for about 500
volunteers on First Aid, Responding to Emergency Situations, Restoring Family Relations,
Specifics of Working with Children and the Elderly.

405 volunteers were insured against accidents.

Branch forums were organized in Ijevan on June 6 and in Yerevan on November
15, with the participation of the leadership of the ARCS and the leadership of all regional
branches. During the forums, the activities, achievements and challenges of the past
year were summarized. The forums were followed by trainings and workshops for branch
employees and volunteers.

At the end of the year, events dedicated to the International Day of Volunteers

were organized in all regions. the volunteer year was summarized and active volunteers
were encouraged.

On January 21, Lena Nanushyan, First Deputy Minister of Health of the Republic
of Armenia, presented a Certificate of Honor to ARCS Secretary General Anna
Yeghiazaryan for supporting the Ministry in the Covid-19 vaccination in Yerevan and
regions of Armenia.

The support of the Armenian Red Cross Society in increasing the efficiency of the
vaccination process was crucial. We felt that we were not alone and the ARCS stands by
the state. I should emphasize the dedication of the volunteers. We are impressed by the
speed with which they organized the Opera House into a vaccination center, and how
compassionate they were for the vaccinated. We are grateful for the cooperation,
because if we say today that the majority of the population received the first dose of the
vaccine, you have made your contribution there," said the First Deputy Minister of
Health.

ARCS Secretary General Anna Yeghiazaryan presented to the First Deputy
Minister the strategic directions of ARCS activities, their interconnectedness in terms of
more effective organization of work, in particular, the programs of Social support and
health care direction, ARCS response to Covid-19 epidemic and the escalation of the
Karabakh conflict.

Issues of further cooperation on more targeted vaccination awareness,
organization of palliative care in Gyumri day care center, the importance of psychological
services and other topics were also discussed. ARCS Secretary General Anna
Yeghiazaryan presented the deputy minister with the book "One Hundred Years of
Humanity" dedicated to the 100th anniversary of ARCS.

ARCS delegation in 23nd General Assembly

ARCS delegation led by Dr. Anna Yeghiazaryan, Secretary General, participates in
RCRC 23 General Assembly.

On 20 June, MOU was signed with Iranian Red Crescent. IRC President, Pir-
Hossein Kolivand signed the MOU.

According to the memorandum, the National Societies will cooperate in the fields of
disaster management, rapid response, healthcare, organizational development and
volunteering promotion.

The ARCS delegation had a number of meetings with the leaderships of partner
National Societies, to discuss the scope of current cooperation and future partnership.
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Prime Minister Pashinyan visited Gyumri 24-hour care center

RA Prime Minister Nikol Pashinyan visited Gyumri 24-hour care center to see the
significantly improved conditions of beneficiaries after the renovation.

The RA Prime Minister was welcomed by ARCS President Mkhitar Mnatsakanyan and
Secretary General Anna Yeghiazaryan, and was introduced into the implemented works.

About 287 million AMD has been invested since 2020 for renovation and
improvement of the care quality.

The renovation was carried out with the financial support of the Austrian
Development Agency, the Austrian, Italian and Swiss Red Cross.

The ARCS is a member of the Rapid Response Team of Armenia

On October 5, the 5th Global Meeting of Rapid Response Medical Teams was held in
Yerevan at the Karen Demirchyan Sports and Concert Complex, where the team of the
Armenian Red Cross Society, along with our partners of the IFRC and the Georgian Red
Cross, took part.
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ARCS was awarded with a Certificate of Honor by MES

On October 12, the Armenian Red Cross was awarded by the Ministry of Emergency
Situations of the Republic of Armenia for participating in the firefighting at the Surmalu trade
center on August 14 and assistance provided to the response operations.

The award was given to Dr. Anna Yeghiazaryan, ARCS Secretary General by Deputy
Minister A. Grigoryan.

National Society directors met in Moscow

On November 2-3, leaderships of Red Cross and Red Crescent National Societies of
Europe, South Caucasus and Central Asia and representatives of the International
Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent met in Moscow and discussed cooperation
formats.

The event was organized by the Russian Red Cross, which is the oldest humanitarian
organization in Russia. The heads of 12 national societies of the Red Cross and Red Crescent
participated in the meeting: Russia, Azerbaijan, Armenia, Belarus, Bulgaria, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Serbia, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan.

For two days, the leaders discussed health, emergency response and contemporary
challenges and shared their experiences.
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The main purpose of the meeting was to discuss the further development and
strengthening of humanitarian cooperation between the national societies. In particular, all
the directors of National Societies shared their success stories of responding to humanitarian
challenges and crises, and also spoke about best practices in the use of digital technologies.
One of the key topics of the meeting was the activity of the International Movement in health
issues.

Representatives of the International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent
Societies and the International Committee of the Red Cross were also present at the event.

Upon the suggestion of the Russian Red Cross, the National Societies joined the
Moscow Resolution, which is aimed at the development and improvement of cooperation in
the fields of humanitarian assistance, psycho-social support, response to emergencies and
other priority directions of the Movement.

ARCS, IFRC visit to Russian-Armenian humanitarian center

On December 12, representatives of the Armenian Red Cross Society and the
International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies visited the Russian-
Armenian Humanitarian Response Center to familiarize themselves with the center's
educational and material capactities, as well as its main activities.

Dr. Anna Yeghiazaryan, ARCS Secretary General, and Yuri Poleshchyuk, director of
the Center, highly appreciated the close cooperation, within the framework of which joint
exercises are held with the participation of the ARCS Rapid Response and First Aid teams,
joint events and humanitarian programs are implemented.
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Davron Muhamadiev, Head of Delegation in South Caucasus at IFRC, presented
the IFRC financing tools during emergencies, in particular the DREF, the Disaster
Response Emergency Fund. The international experience of the Armenian Red Cross in
the fields of mental health and first aid was also mentioned, in particular the fact that
only the Armenian Red Cross Society in the region issued an attestation certifying the
international quality of FA trainings. The Director of the Center emphasized that the
involvement of the professional staff and volunteers of the ARCS raises the quality of the
cooperation.

He strongly appreciated that psychological support is provided not only to the
beneficiaries and victims of disasters, but also to the staff and volunteers involved in the
response.

The logistic capabilities of the Center were also discussed and the possibilities of
joint use of its capabilities were considered.
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The ARCS is a member of a number of
international networks and working groups,
such as the Cooperation Platform of the
European Red Cross Societies on Refugees,
Asylum Seekers and Migrants, the Social-
Psychological Support Network of the
European Red Cross and Red Crescent
Societies, Youth Commission of the
International Federation of Red Cross and
Red Crescent Societies, the working group
of the United Nations High Commissioner
for Refugees for the assessment of the
needs of refugees with special needs, the
European Consultative Center for First Aid,
the European Coordination Committee of
the Red Cross and Red Crescent, The
Committee for Coordinating Measures
Against HIV/AIDS, Tuberculosis and
Malaria in Armenia (CCM), HIV/AIDS and
Tuberculosis Network of the European Red
Cross and Red Crescent Societies, European
Network for the Development of
Volunteerism, Consultative Committee for
the Coordination of Charitable Programs,
the public council attached to the RA
Minister of Labor and Social Affairs, the
network of structures dealing with issues of
social protection and care provision for the
elderly, the United Nations Disaster
Management Country Team, the
Interdepartmental Committee on Prisoners,
Hostages and Missing Persons (location
unknown), etc.
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RESOURCE MOBILIZATION

In 2022, the Armenian Red Cross Society
continued working towards Resource
Mobilization, while working on building the
organization's capacity in this direction.




The ARCS reached the following results in the field of resource mobilization:

In 2022 number of meetings with corporate sector were held in 2 regions of
Kotayk and Tavush. Representatives of 15 different organizations took part in the
presentation and discussion. Numerous opportunities for collaboration and information
about the programs and projects that required funding were presented to them.

New fundraising tool, a promo table stand was developed and produced, with the
message “Let's give hope, love, warmth, make a donation, support ARCS humanitarian
mission” and QR code, which redirects to the ARCS website donation page. This product
is aimed to be used in cafes, restaurants, hotels, etc. 9 promo stands are already placed
in banks, and restaurants.

Following a successful partnership with the business community, this year ARCS
signed a number of donation contracts, and had more than 80.000.000 AMD, monetary
and in-kind.

Due to these donations the food and hygiene items were distributed to the
people who were displaced from the communities affected by military actions on the
Armenian-Azerbaijani border on September 13 and 14. The distribution of food donations
in the settlements of Jermuk, Goris, and Yeghegnadzor was arranged by ARCS.

As a year-end summary the digital fundraising campaign in the framework of
Home care project was held, titled “Lonely elderly need your help on New Year's Eve”.
Landing page, https://www.redcross.am/news/support-home-care-service.html, with
project description and possible donations information was forwarded to more than 100
Armenia-based business companies (small, medium and large business companies, as
well as IT companies and banks). 228 109 AMD was collected due to these efforts.

During 2022, 22 donation boxes were installed in Yerevan and regions. There are
actually 106 donation boxes in the territory of RA. During the year, 1 927 874 AMD were
collected through the boxes. With the money generated, at the end of the year, food and
hygiene items were provided to vulnerable elderly people living in Yerevan and regions.

Staff and volunteers capacity development is always a priority for the ARCS:
training on Mapping and Operational plan for 2022, for 6 regional branches of Armenia,
Aragatsotn, Kotayk, Tavush, Ararat, Armavir and Gegharqunik, with 12 participants, RB
presidents, directors and volunteers.

Recourse mobilization officer participated in training on "Fundraising and
Program Phase Management" organized by the Armenian charitable foundation "SOS-
Children's Villages" for the staff of "SOS-Children's Villages" Armenian charitable
foundation and pertinent experts in NGOs.

Within the framework of "The Movement for Education" piloting project, which
promotes educational access for kids impacted by the conflict, a workshop on
"Mechanisms of arranging education in emergency situations" was held in December,
where the topic of Fundraising and resource mobilization in emergency situations was
presented to 22 volunteers from ARCS Rbs .

INTERNATIONAL REHABILITATION CENTER

The main activity areas of the Center are treatment of
marrow, spinal cord, musculoskeletal diseases, general and post-
traumatic rehabilitation, patients' vocational training, psychosocial
rehabilitation and sanatorium-and-spa treatment.

In the Center each patient with marrow and spinal cord
injuries is individually treated and cared by a doctor, nurse,
rehabilitation therapist, psychologist and sport trainer.

The Center has broadened inpatient and outpatient rehabilitation
services-diagnostics, hydropath, hydro massage, mud cure/peat
cure, kinesiotherapy, physiotherapy procedures, medical and
classical massage, electrotherapy, inhalation therapy, acupuncture,
sport complex, stressologists' room, "SKENAR” Department.

During its activities about 15 000 patients from RA, CIS
countries, from a number of European and Middle East countries
have already received treatment and rehabilitation in the Center.
In 2022, 793 patients received treatment in the frames of state
order, from which 202 wounded persons as a result of NK conflict
escalation, MoD, Police and NSS staff.

Notes to the consolidated financial
statements

1 Nature of operations and general information

These consolidated financial statements have been prepared for the year ended 31 December 2022 for
the Parent company - Armenian Red Cross Society NGO, its subsidiaries and the associates (the
“Group”).

The Group was incorporated and is domiciled in the Republic of Armenia. The Group
is a non-governmental organization and was set up in accordance with regulations of the
Republic of Armenia.

The Group’s principal activity is to prevent and alleviate human suffering, regardless of nationality, race,
sex, religious beliefs, class and political opinions within the Republic of Armenia.

The Group has 2 subsidiaries and 2 associates. Information about subsidiaries and associates presented
in note 2.6.

These consolidated financial statements are presented in Armenian Drams (“AMD”), unless otherwise
stated.

The Group’s registered address is 21/1 Paronyan Street, Yerevan 0015, Republic of Armenia.

Business environment

The changes in political and economic environment and the development of the legal, tax and legislative
systems in Armenia have continuing nature. The stability and development of the Armenian economy
largely depends on these changes. The government has brought a renewed commitment to good
governance, including anticorruption efforts, transparency, and accountability.

The situation in the Republic of Armenia has intensified as a result of the war unleashed by the Republic
of Azerbaijan. Despite the ceasefire agreement, the consequences of the war on Armenia's economy,
both in the short and long term, are still uncertain.

The conflict broke out on 24 February 2022 in Ukraine has evolved rapidly, having a significant impact
around the world. The United States and the European countries have imposed severe sanctions against
Russian Federation. The Western countries are discussing widening existing sanctions. Russian
Federation is a significant trading partner of the Republic of Armenia, hence sanctions imposed on
Russia as of the date of these financial statements, as well as the escalation of those sanctions had a
radical effect on the economy and financial markets of the Republic of Armenia. The immediate global
implications were higher inflation, lower growth, and some disruption to financial markets as deeper
sanctions take hold.

The conflict in Ukraine caused thousands of Russians and Ukrainians to relocate to the Republic of
Armenia. This included not only individuals but also businesses that were established and operated in
those countries. This resulted in increased inflows of foreign currency into the Armenian market, which
led to a significant appreciation of the Armenian dram relative to the US dollar and Euro.

In 2022, the political situation in the Republic of Armenia continues to be relatively unstable, the
consequences of the 44-day Artsakh war still have a significant impact on the general and economic
entities of the country. Since December 2022, the main road connecting Armenia to Artsakh remains
closed, implying both political and economic pressures. As a result of the unstable political situation, the
regular closures of international roads, short-term violations of the ceasefire regime, attempts to illegally
enter the sovereign territory of the Republic of Armenia, it is difficult to clearly predict the potential
economic impact of the above on the Group’s operations.

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However, according to management's assessment, it will not have a significant impact on the Group's
operations and financial statements, as the Group is non for profit company and is financed by
international donors to implement humanitarian, disaster relief and social programs, and there are no
factors which will cast doubt on the continuity of these actions and initiatives.

The Group’s management considers its current liquidity position to be sufficient for the sustainable
functioning. The Group monitors its liquidity position on regular basis and intends to use appropriate
liquidity position instruments, if necessary.

These events may have a further significant impact on the Group's future operations and financial
stability, the full consequences of which are currently difficult to predict. The future economic and political
situation and its impact on the Group's operations may differ from the management's current
expectations.

These consolidated financial statements do not reflect the potential future impact of the above on the
Group's operations.

2 Basis of preparation

2.1 Statement of compliance

The consolidated financial statements have been prepared in accordance with International Financial
Reporting Standards (“IFRSs”) as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board (“IASB”). They
have been prepared under the assumption that the Group operates on a going concern basis.

Currently, IFRSs do not contain specific guidance for non-profit organizations and non-governmental
organizations concerning the accounting treatment and presentation of financial statements. Where
IFRSs do not give guidance on how to treat transactions specific to not for profit sector, accounting
policies have been based on the general principles of IFRSs, as detailed in the International Accounting
Standards Board (“IASB”) The Conceptual Framework for Financial Reporting.

2.2 Basis of measurement

The consolidated financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention.

2.3 Functional and presentation currency

The national currency of Armenia is the Armenian dram (“dram”), which is the Group’s functional
currency, since this currency best reflects the economic substance of the underlying events and
transactions of the Group.

These consolidated financial statements are presented in Armenian drams (unless otherwise stated),
since management believes that this currency is more useful for the users of these consolidated financial
statements. All financial information presented in Armenian drams has been rounded to the nearest
thousand.

2.4 Use of estimates and judgment

The preparation of consolidated financial statements in conformity with IFRSs requires management to
make critical accounting estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and
liabilities at the date of the consolidated financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues and
expenses during the reporting period. Although these estimates are based on management’s best
knowledge of current events and actions, actual results ultimately may differ from those estimates and
the original estimates and assumptions will be modified as appropriate in the year in which circumstances
change.

International Rehabilitation Centre Gratsia LLC provides general rehabilitation treatment, rehabilitation
treatment for the patients with spinal injuries, sanatorium-and-spa treatment and scientific researches in
medicine.

Since 30 January 2020, the International Rehabilitation Center Gratsia LLC has only 222 shares, from
which 100 shares belong to the Armenian Red Cross Society NGO. However, the Armenian Red Cross
Society NGO continues to control the International Rehabilitation Center Gratsia LLC.

According to the Charter, Fundraising LLC can provide information, touristic, transportation and agent
services. Fundraising LLC is also engaged in trading of home appliances and foodstuff. However, the
company’s activities have been temporarily suspended since 2014.

During the reporting period, the Group carried out an impairment test for its investments in associates
and concluded that there are grounds to believe that the subsidiary Fundraising LLC and the associates
may not be able to operate as a going concern. As a result, management estimated that these
investments are impaired.

3 Significant accounting policies

3.1 Basis of consolidation

Subsidiaries

Subsidiaries are those enterprises, which are controlled by the Group. Control exists when the Group has
the power, directly or indirectly, to govern the financial and operating policies of an enterprise so as to
obtain benefits from its activities. The financial statements of the subsidiaries are included in the
consolidated financial statements from the date when control effectively commences until the date that
control effectively ceases.

The purchase method of accounting is used to account for the acquisition of subsidiaries by the Group.
Identifiable assets acquired and liabilities and contingent liabilities assumed in a business combination
are measured initially at their fair values at the acquisition date, irrespective of the extent of any non-
controlling interest.

The excess of purchase consideration over the Group’s share in the net fair value of the identifiable
assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities is recorded as goodwill. If the cost of acquisition is less than the
Group’s share in the net fair value of identifiable assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities of the
subsidiary acquired the difference is recognized directly in the profit or loss.

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Non-controlling interest is the interest in subsidiaries not held by the Group. Non-controlling interest at the
reporting date represents the non-controlling shareholders’ share in the net fair value of identifiable
assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities of the subsidiary at the acquisition date and the minorities’
share in movements in equity since the acquisition date. Non-controlling interest is presented within
equity.

Losses allocated to holders of non-controlling interest do not exceed the non-controlling interest in the
equity of the subsidiary unless there is a binding obligation of the holders of non-controlling interests to
fund the losses. All such losses are allocated to the Group.

Transactions eliminated on consolidation

Intra-group balances and transactions, and any unrealized gains arising from intra-group transactions,
are eliminated in presenting the consolidated financial statements. Unrealized gains arising from
transactions with associates are eliminated against the investment in the associate.

Associates

An associate is an entity over which the Group has significant influence and that is neither a subsidiary
nor an interest in a joint venture. Significant influence is the power to participate in the financial and
operating policy decisions of the investee but is not control or joint control over those policies.

The results and assets and liabilities of associates are incorporated in these consolidated financial
statements using the equity method of accounting, except when the investment is classified as held for
sale, in which case it is accounted for in accordance with IFRS 5 Non-current Assets Held for Sale and
Discontinued Operations. Under the equity method investments in associates are carried in the
consolidated statement of financial position at cost as adjusted for post-acquisition changes in the
Group’s share of net assets of the associate, less any impairment in the value of individual investments.
Losses of an associate in excess of the Group’s interest in that associate are not recognized, unless the
Group has incurred legal or constructive obligations or made payments on behalf of the associate.

Any excess of the cost of acquisition over the Group’s share of the net fair value of the identifiable assets,
liabilities and contingent liabilities of the associate recognized at the date of acquisition is recognized as
goodwill. The goodwill is included within the carrying amount of the investment and is assessed for
impairment as part of the investment. Any excess of the Group’s share of the net fair value of the
identifiable assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities over the cost of acquisition, after reassessment, is
recognized immediately in profit or loss.

Where a group entity transacts with an associate of the Group, profits and losses are eliminated to the
extent of the Group’s interest in the relevant associate.

3.2 Foreign currencies
Foreign currency transactions

In preparing the consolidated financial statements, transactions in currencies other than the functional
currency are recorded at the rates of exchange defined by the Central Bank of Armenia prevailing on the
dates of the transactions. At each reporting date, monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are
retranslated at the rates defined by the Central Bank of Armenia prevailing on the reporting date, which is
393.57 drams for 1 US dollar and 420.06 drams for 1 euro as of 31 December 2022 (31 December 2021:
480.14 drams for 1 US dollar and 542.61 drams for 1 euro). Non-monetary items are not retranslated and
are measured at historic cost (translated using the exchange rates at the transaction date), except for
non-monetary items carried at fair value that are denominated in foreign currencies which are
retranslated at the rates prevailing on the date when the fair value was determined.

Exchange differences arising on the settlement and retranslation of monetary items, are included in profit
or loss for the period. Exchange differences arising on the retranslation of non-monetary items carried at
fair value are included in profit or loss for the period, except for differences arising on the translation of
non-monetary items in respect of which gains and losses are recognized directly in equity. For such non-
monetary items, any exchange component of that gain or loss is also recognized directly in equity.
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3.3 Property and equipment

Property and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and any accumulated
impairment losses. Cost comprises purchase price including import duties and non-refundable purchase
taxes and other directly attributable costs. When an item of property and equipment comprises major
components having different useful lives, they are accounted for as separate items of property and
equipment.

Properties in the course of construction for production, rental or administrative purposes, or for purposes
not yet determined, are carried at cost, less any recognized impairment loss. Cost includes directly
attributable expenditures, site preparation, installation and assembly costs, professional fees and for
qualifying assets, borrowing costs capitalized in accordance with the Group’s accounting policy. Buildings
that are leasehold property are also included in property and equipment if they are held under a finance
lease. Such assets are depreciated over their expected useful lives (determined by reference to
comparable owned assets) or over the term of the lease, if shorter.

The gain or loss arising on the disposal or retirement of an item of property and equipment is determined
as the difference between the sales proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and is recognized in
profit or loss.

Expenditure to replace a component of an item of property and equipment that is accounted for
separately is capitalized with the carrying amount of the component being written off. Other subsequent
expenditure is capitalized if future economic benefits will arise from the expenditure. All other
expenditure, including repair and maintenance, is recognized in profit or loss as incurred.

Depreciation is charged to profit or loss or is added to the cost of other asset on a straight line basis over
the estimated useful lives of the individual assets. Depreciation commences when assets are available
for use. The estimated useful lives are as follows:

Buildings and constructions - 20 years
Machinery and equipment - 1-8 years
Vehicles - 5 years

Fixture and fittings - 1-5years.

As no finite useful life for land can be determined, related carrying amounts are not depreciated.

3.4 Intangible assets

Intangible assets, which are acquired by the Group and which have finite useful lives, are stated at cost
less accumulated amortization and impairment losses.

Amortization is charged to profit or loss or is added to the cost of other asset on a straight line basis over
the estimated useful lives of the intangible assets, which is estimated at 10 years.

3.5 Impairment of property and equipment and intangible assets

Assets that have an indefinite useful life are not subject to amortization and are tested annually for
impairment. Assets that are subject to amortization are reviewed for impairment whenever events or
changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may not be recoverable. An impairment loss
is recognized for the amount by which the asset’s carrying amount exceeds its recoverable amount.

Recoverable amount is the higher of net selling price and value in use. If the recoverable amount of an
asset or cash-generating unit is estimated to be less than its carrying amount, the carrying amount of the
asset or cash-generating unit is reduced to its recoverable amount. Impairment losses are recognized as
an expense immediately, unless the relevant asset is carried at a revalued amount, in which case the
impairment loss is treated as a revaluation decrease.

Where an impairment loss subsequently reverses, the carrying amount of the asset or cash-generating
unit is increased to the revised estimate of its recoverable amount, but so that the increased carrying
amount does not exceed the carrying amount that would have been determined had no impairment loss

recognized for the asset or cash-generating unit in prior years. A reversal of an impairment loss is
recognized as income immediately, unless the relevant asset is carried at a revalued amount, in which
case any reversal of impairment loss is treated as a revaluation increase.

3.6 Leased assets

In accordance with IAS 17 Leases, the economic ownership of a leased asset is transferred to the lessee
if the lessee bears substantially all the risks and rewards related to the ownership of the leased asset.
The related asset is then recognized at the inception of the lease at the fair value of the leased asset or, if
lower, the present value of the lease payments plus incidental payments, if any. A corresponding amount
is recognized as an obligation under finance lease, irrespective of whether some of these lease payments
are payable up-front at the date of inception of the lease.

Subsequent accounting for assets held under finance lease agreements, i.e. depreciation methods and
useful lives, correspond to those applied to comparable assets which are legally owned by the Group.
The corresponding obligation under finance lease is reduced by lease payments less finance charges,
which are expensed to finance costs. The interest element of leasing payments represents a constant
proportion of the capital balance outstanding and is charged to profit or loss over the period of the lease.

All other leases are treated as operating leases. Payments on operating lease agreements are
recognized as an expense on a straight-line basis. Associated costs, such as maintenance and
insurance, are expensed as incurred.

3.7 Inventories

Inventories are assets held for sale in the ordinary course of business or in the form of materials or
supplies to be consumed in the production process or in the rendering of services. ltems such as spare
parts, stand-by equipment and servicing equipment are also recognized as inventories unless they meet
the definition of property and equipment.

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realizable value. Net realizable value is the estimated
selling price in the ordinary course of business, less the estimated costs of completion and selling
expenses. The cost of inventories is based on the first-in first-out principle and includes expenditure
incurred in acquiring the inventories and bringing them to their existing location and condition.

3.8 Financial instruments

Recognition and derecognition

Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognized when the Group becomes a part to the contractual
provisions of the financial instrument.

Financial assets are derecognized when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial asset
expire, or when the financial asset and all substantial risks and rewards are transferred.

Financial liabilities are derecognized when they are extinguished, discharged, cancelled or expire.
Accounts receivable and contract assets

The Group makes use of a simplified approach in accounting for accounts receivable as well as contract
assets and records the loss allowance as lifetime expected credit losses. These are the expected
shortfalls in contractual cash flows, considering the potential for default at any point during the life of the
financial instrument. In calculating, the Group uses its historical experience, external indicators and
forward-looking information to calculate the expected credit losses using a provision matrix.

Classification and measurement of financial liabilities

As the accounting for financial liabilities remains largely the same under IFRS 9 compared to IAS 39, the
Group’s financial liabilities were not impacted by the adoption of IFRS 9. However, for completeness, the
accounting policy is disclosed below.

The Group's financial liabilities include loans and borrowings, trade and other payables and finance lease
liabilities. A summary of the Group's financial liabilities by category is given in note 14.2.
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Accounts payables

Accounts payable are stated at fair value and subsequently stated at amortized cost.

3.9 Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and bank balances comprise cash on hand, bank accounts and cash in transit.

For the purpose of the consolidated statement of cash flows, cash equivalents are on-demand deposits,
together with other short-term, highly liquid investments that are readily convertible into known amounts
of cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value. Cash equivalents are held for
the purpose of meeting short-term cash commitments rather than for investment or other purposes. The
Group classifies investments as a cash equivalent if it is readily convertible to a known amount of cash

and is subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

3.10 Net assets

Accumulated result include all current and prior period retained profits.
All transactions with owners of the Parent company are recorded separately within equity

3.11 Grants and donations

Grants are received for particular purpose and are not available for general use of the Group. These
grants are not recognized until there is reasonable assurance that the Group will comply with the
conditions attaching to them and the grants will be received.

Grants with a primary condition to purchase, construct or otherwise acquire non-current assets are
recognized as deferred income in the statement of financial position and transferred to profit or loss on a
systematic and rational basis over the useful lives of the related assets.

Other grants are recognized as income over the periods necessary to match them with the cost for which
they are intended to compensate, on a systematic basis. Grants that are receivable as compensation for
expenses or losses already incurred with no future related costs are recognized in profit or loss in the
period in which they become receivable.

Unrestricted donations are available for the general purposes as set out in Group’s governing documents.
Therefore, donations classified as unrestricted funds are recognized as revenue when become
receivable.

3.12 Provisions

A provision is recognized in the statement of financial position when the Group has a legal or constructive
obligation as a result of past event, and it is probable that an outflow of economic benefits will be required
to settle the obligation. If the effect is material, provisions are determined by discounting the expected
future cash flows at a pre-tax rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money
and, where appropriate, the risks specific to the liability.

3.13 Income tax

Current tax is the expected tax payable on the taxable income for the year, using tax rates enacted or
substantially enacted at the reporting date, and any adjustment to tax payable in respect of previous
years.

Deferred tax is recognized on temporary differences between the carrying amounts of assets and
liabilities in the financial statements and the corresponding tax bases used in the computation of taxable
profit. Deferred tax liabilities are generally recognized for all taxable temporary differences. Deferred tax
assets are generally recognized for all deductible temporary differences to the extent that it is probable
that taxable profits will be available against which those deductible temporary differences can be utilized.
Such deferred tax assets and liabilities are not recognized if the temporary difference arises from goodwill
or from the initial recognition (other than in a business combination) of other assets and liabilities in a
transaction that affects neither the taxable profit nor the accounting profit.
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The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at the end of each reporting period and reduced
to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profits will be available to allow all or part
of the asset to be recovered.

3.14 Employee benefits

Short-term employee benefits are benefits expected to be settled wholly before twelve months after the
end of the annual reporting period in which the employees render the related services and include:

(a) wages, salaries and bonuses;
(b) paid annual leaves and paid disability leaves;
(c) non-monetary benefits (such as health services).

When employees render services to the Group during the accounting period, the Group recognizes the
undiscounted amount of short-term employee benefits expected to be paid in exchange for that service:

(a) as a liability (accrued expense), after deducting any amount already paid. If the amount already
paid exceeds the undiscounted amount of the benefits, the Group shall recognize that excess as
an asset (prepaid expense) to the extent that the prepayment will lead to a reduction in future
payments or a cash refund.

(b) as an expense, unless the amount is included in the cost of an asset.

Paid absences
The expected cost of short-term employee benefits in the form of paid absences is recognized as follows:

(a) in the case of accumulating paid absences, when the employees render service that increases
their entitlement to future paid absences.

(b) in the case of non-accumulating paid absences, when the absences occur.

Bonuses

The expected cost of bonus payments is recognized when and only when the Group has a present legal
or constructive obligation to make such payments as a result of past events and a reliable estimate of the
obligation can be made.

A present obligation exists when, and only when, the entity has no realistic alternative but to make the
payments.

Employees receive pension benefits from the State pension fund of the Republic of Armenia in
accordance with the laws and regulations. Contributions are made by the Group to the Government’s
Pension fund at the statutory rates in force during the year. Such contributions are expensed as incurred.

3.15 Revenue

Revenue arises mainly from the medical services provided by International Rehabilitation Centre Gratsia
LLC (the “Subsidiary”).

Revenue is recognized either at a point in time or over time, when (or as) the Group satisfies
performance obligations by transferring the promised goods or services to its customers.

The Group recognizes contract liabilities for consideration received in respect of unsatisfied performance
obligations and reports these amounts as advances from customers in the statement of financial position
(see note 6).

The financial assets of the Group include cash and cash equivalents. The main purpose of these financial
instruments is to use them for the Group’s charitable activities. The Group has also financial liabilities,
such as accounts payable, which arise directly from its operations.

The main risks arising from the Group’s financial instruments are liquidity risk, foreign currency risk and
credit risk. The Board of Trustees monitors each of these risks, which are summarized below.

a) Foreign currency risk

The Group receives donations from donors in foreign currencies, hence, exposures to exchange rate
fluctuations arise. This risk is managed by the Group by maintaining its balances in different currencies.
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b) Credit risk

Credit risk refers to the risk that counterparty will default on its contractual obligations resulting in financial
loss to the Group.

To manage such risks, the Group cooperates only with recognized, solvent third parties.

Credit risk refers to the risk that counterparty will default as a result of which the maximum exposure to
credit risk is represented by the carrying amounts of the financial instruments.

c) Liquidity risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Group will be unable to meet its obligations.

The Group’s policy is to run a prudent liquidity management policy by means of holding sufficient cash
and bank balances, as well as highly liquid assets for making all operational and debt service related
payments when those become due.

The Group considers expected cash flows from financial assets in assessing and managing liquidity risk,
particularly its cash resources and trade receivables. The Group’s cash resources and trade receivables
exceed the current cash outflow requirements.

16  Contingencies

16.1 Taxes

The taxation system in Armenia is characterized by frequently changing legislation, which sometimes
needs interpretations. Often differing interpretations exist among various taxation authorities and
jurisdictions. Taxes are subject to review and investigations by tax authorities, which are enabled by law
to impose fines and penalties.

These facts may create tax risks in Armenia substantially more than in other developed countries.
Management believes that it has adequately provided for tax liabilities based on its interpretation of tax
legislation. However, the relevant authorities may have differing interpretations and the effects could be
significant.
